REGULAR MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WAS HELD AT VILLAGE HALL ON SEPTEMBER 2, 2010, AT 7:30 P.M.

Also Present- Village Attorney’s Ron Carr and David Jones; Police Chief Michael Lefancheck; Ruth Troy, Coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center; Tim Baker, Village Engineer, Colin Kahl, a representative from the Public Access Channel; and Megan O’Donnell.
The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Citizen’s Comments.
Megan O’Donnell spoke on behalf of the Greater Baldwinsville Community Benefit Fund who is hosting the Baldwinsville Oktoberfest.  She asked if the village would once again co-sponsor the event and also if the village would waive the open container law for Friday, September 17th, from 4:00 p.m. – 11:00 p.m. and Saturday, September 18th, from 12:00 p.m. – 11:00 p.m.  Due to logistical reasons, the Oktoberfest will once again be held at Village Square instead of the River Mall site as previously noted.  A 5K run will be added this year with a scenic course starting at the end of Tappan Street, going through Riverview Cemetery, down the South Shore trail and looping around Paper Mill Island before heading back onto Tappan Street.  The proceeds from the run will be donated to Riverview cemetery in thanks for their cooperation.

Trustees’ Comments.
No comments.
Mayor’s Comments.
· Recognized Police Chief Michael Lefancheck for his accomplishments while attending the Rural Executive Management Institute (REMI) program in Chicago, Ill.  He was chosen to be the class spokesperson and additionally, the chief received the Outstanding Achievement Award for leadership skills demonstrated throughout the four-day program.
· Reiterated that the location for the Oktoberfest will be Village Square (the former site of the Harrington Firehouse) instead of River Mall as previously stated in the newspaper and at the August 19th village board meeting.
· Noted that he was told of a geese raid on Paper Mill Island.  One hundred geese plastered the island with “gifts”.  One suggestion that was offered to him to curb this recurring mess is for John Collar, a DPW worker, to bring his 4 year old Hungarian Pointer with him while working on the island.  If a dog is in an area often enough, birds will supposedly shy away from those areas.  The mayor would like the DPW to consider this solution.  Tim Baker stated that the Town of Fayetteville owns a dog for this very purpose.
· Requested an Executive Session as it relates to a personnel matter.
Department Heads.
Ruth Troy stated that the Canton Woods board approved their proposed 2011 budget and it will now be sent to the two towns and the village.  She also wanted to promote their Wellness walk that will be held at 9:00 a.m. on September 25, 2010.  She encourages all to walk or to pledge a walker.
Chief Lefancheck noted that approximately 145 boxes of obsolete records were shredded.  He also wanted the board to know that the vests that were purchased with drug seizure funds have arrived.  

The chief informed the board that Lt. Tom LeRoy was selected by the Rotary Club to receive their Pride of Workmanship Award because of the excellent job that he does.  The dinner will be held on September 27, 2010, at Tabitha’s if anyone would like to attend.
Lastly, the chief, Chairman of the Onondaga County Chapter of the Chiefs of Police and a member of the Onondaga County Traffic Safety Advisory Board, noted that members of both groups partnered with Your News Now (YNN) to put together a public service announcement regarding seatbelt safety.  He showed the board this 30 second spot, in which he was a participant.
Tim Baker stated that the village received the total reimbursement for the Marine Power project from the NYS Canal Corporation.  He also noted that the roof is now off of the old DPW building and the contractor plans on having the entire building down by the end of next week.
With regard to the Salt Storage building, Baker noted that the bunkers have been completed and the DPW crew has finished cabling the foundations together.  Trustee Wilder expressed concern that once the walls are down at the old DPW location it will be an invitation for kids to skateboard there.  He would like to see a fence around the site.  Safety precautions will be in place, stated Baker.
Pending Business.
Discussion in regards to the South Shore East Trail.
Tim Baker stated that the minor changes requested by the DOT were resubmitted.  After the changes are reviewed, they will be sent to the Federal Highway Administration.  Baker will find out the time frame for this process.
Discussion concerning an update on village owned Lock Street Properties. 
Trustee Mark Wilder stated that Plumley Engineering drilled 11 borings at the Lock Street property.  Soil samples were collected and submitted to the laboratory.  He handed out preliminary drawings for the board’s review.  Wilder noted that the preliminary results are very encouraging with no obvious signs of contamination that would cause major concern.
