The meeting was called to order by Mayor Saraceni and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Resolution #182/2011 Motion by Trustee O’Donnell, second by Trustee Shimer 
Resolved that the minutes from the regular Village Board meeting of October 20, 2011, be approved.

The mayor asked to amend the agenda to move item ‘A’ from New Business to be right after citizen’s comments.  
Citizen’s Comments  
There were no comments.
· Motion to appoint Chrissy A. Allen to the position of Police Agent, effective November 5, 2011.

Resolution #183/2011 Motion by Trustee Wilder, second by Trustee Clarke
Motion approved to appoint Chrissy A. Allen to the position of Police Agent, effective November 5, 2011.  
Carried
The chief spoke of Officer Allen’s distinguished accomplishments, her many letters of recognition from her peer officers and her 2 times as ‘Officer of the Year’.  She will be the first female Agent for the village.  

Police Chief Mike Lefancheck then called Chrissy Allen up front and she was sworn in as Police Agent for the village of Baldwinsville by the mayor.
The chief and the mayor then called up Dan Balloni.  The chief noted that Dan was appointed as a police officer at the last village board meeting.  He is a Baldwinsville resident from East Oneida Street, with a Bachelor’s degree from SUNY Albany.  He has graduated from the police academy and has worked for the public safety department at Syracuse University and also part time at the Skaneateles Police department.  
Recess was called after the mayor had sworn in Dan Balloni as a Police Officer for the village of Baldwinsville.  

Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Shimer stated that the Public Safety meeting scheduled for November 16, 2011, has been switched to November 9, 2011.
Mayor’s Comments
The mayor stated that he would like to call an executive session for a personnel issue.  
Department Heads
Ruth Troy explained that Canton Woods is now a site for the Food Sense Program, through the Food Bank of Central New York.  The monthly program is open to all, without any income or age criteria.  It offers $30.00 worth of food for $15.50. For November, you must pre-order by November 7th. Payment is required when you place the order and may be cash, check or Benefit Card. Anyone interested should stop by or call the Center if they need any information.  
She also stated that Canton Woods is holding a Blue Grass Music Event featuring Midnight Legion, on Saturday, November 12th from 2:00-4:00 p.m. There is free admission and refreshments will be sold. Everyone is welcome.

The last item Ruth noted is that the Rotary Club is hosting the Annual Holiday Luncheon for Seniors of Greater Baldwinsville. This is a gift to Baldwinsville's Senior community from The Rotary Club. The event is December 14, 2011, at 12:00 p.m. at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Church. There is no charge, but you must make a reservation to attend by calling the Canton Woods Senior Center before Wednesday, November 30, 2011.  
The police chief noted that the mobile computer terminals (MCT’s) for the cars are almost ready.  These were bought through a NYS grant with the TraCs program (mobile ticketing) and should give us 3-5 years of use.  

The chief explained about the overnight parking ban going into effect on November 15, 2011, it prohibits parking on village streets from 1:30 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. from November 15 through April 15.  
Village Engineer Tim Baker stated that the community park bathrooms construction project will start Monday and the tentative completion date is December 9, 2011.  He also noted the final pavement was completed for the Aspen Springs area road work, the top is on and that looks good. Also, the trenching was started for 5 walkway lights on Route 48, and they hope to finish that next week.  
Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Tim Baker noted that he had spoken with Steve D’Arcangelo from Plumley Engineering on the letter that was submitted for the bridge design.  He has asked for a response back as quickly as possible. 
· Property Tax Exemption – Mixed-use Properties
Mayor Saraceni spoke about the map (that is due from the county) that will identify commercial properties that could be ‘mixed use’ properties and how this exemption could benefit owners making significant improvements to their properties.   The board also discussed how and when the exemption could be applied and if a local law would be necessary for changes to take place.  
· AT&T Proposed Modification
Dave Jones has nothing new for the board yet.  He does want to be sure that any offer from AT&T is the same as what is being offered to other municipalities.  There was a brief discussion about the payments from AT&T.
· 5 year Paper Mill Island expense report
Trustee Presley is still looking for input from board members and wondered if a committee should be formed. There was also some discussion about timing and whether decisions to change the way the village does business with PMI should be made in the next few months before applications start coming in.  At the next meeting the mayor will discuss members that should be on the committee.  
· Code Revisions
Tim said that this is being worked on and they are waiting for a call back from General Code.   Board members feel that he should contact General Code again also.
 New Business
· Appointment of John C. Merritt as a training consultant with the Police Department.
