Department Heads
Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy thanked all involved in the Thanksgiving dinner/tree lighting held at Canton Woods Senior Center last night.  Kudos goes out to the Baldwinsville Community Band for their great job.  Canton Woods is now posted on the Pride of Baldwinsville sign.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck noted that the annual Turkey Trot held on Thanksgiving day went out without a hitch.  There were well over 2,000 participants this year.  He thanked Lt. LeRoy for all his efforts to make this event safe.
Presentation
Ephesus Technologies President and CEO Joe Casper gave a brief biography of his LED lighting company.   Mr. Casper and his staff then gave a detailed description of their various lighting products. Currently, AT&T is utilizing Verizon’s “right of way” for their services here in the village.  Due to the improvements that AT&T plans on implementing they are requesting this meeting. 
· Paper Mill Island Contract Revisions
Trustee Presley stated that the committee met to discuss the rate structure of the rental fees for Paper Mill Island.  Their recommendation is to increase the rental rate for all Paper Mill Island events to $1,000.00/day with no events exempt from the rental fee.  Anyone wanting a waiver of the rental fee is asked to approach the board. Each request will be approved or denied on an individual basis.
