Citizen’s Comments

Trustees’ Comments
All the trustees congratulated Officer Thibault on receiving the 2010 Officer of the Year award.

Trustee Shimer requested an executive session be added onto the agenda for personnel issues.

Trustee Wilder requested an executive session be added onto the agenda regarding a property transaction.
Mayor’s Comments
The mayor noted that the DPW is very mindful of the weather conditions and is doing their best to take care of the roads in a timely fashion.   

Department Heads
Village Clerk Maureen Butler stated that March will be busier than usual for the clerk’s office.  The new higher water/sewer rates come into effect with March’s billing, the village taxes will be collected, and on the 15th is the village election.  
Ruth Troy showed the Central New York Recreation & Parks Society special events award that Canton Woods received for the ‘Walk for the Woods’ event.  She also thanked the DPW for keeping their building’s roof shoveled off this season.

Presentation of the 2010 Officer of the Year award 
Mayor Saraceni and Police Chief Lefancheck presented Officer Robert Thibault with this special recognition.  Chief Lefancheck noted that this award comes from nominations from Thibault's peers and for that reason it holds a special significance.  Lefancheck commented that based on Thibault's performance this past year, he concurs with the officers' assessment of Bob’s tenacity and desire to conduct a thorough and complete investigation.  It was a well deserved award.
Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Tim Baker stated that he heard word from DEC that they received the extension request regarding the permits for the Crooked Brook Bridge project.   
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder handed out the draft version of the RFP.  The electronic version is a work in progress but coming along well.  It will include links to tax maps and to maps that show the boring locations.  Zoning changes and developing concepts still need to be added.  Planning Board Chairman Carl Pelcher put together documents for the electronic version describing different concepts of overlay districts that can be developed for construction in areas around the village. Pelcher also handed out an informative newsletter regarding these districts.  The Planning Board meets on March 7, 2011, at 7:30 p.m., and Wilder suggested that the trustees and EDR attend it to further this discussion.

Mayor Saraceni suggested investigating the cost of placing a demographic graph in the packet and also discussing the possibility of hiring RMS (a Baldwinsville based company) to market the Lock Street property. 
· “Pride of Baldwinsville Sign”
The mayor began this discussion with the location of the sign.  It is located by the concrete bridge near the Cottage Restaurant.  Ideas were discussed regarding the time limit that the organization could leave their sign up, the size and material of the sign, and also if a cost would be imposed on the organization for utilizing the “Pride of Baldwinsville” sign.  The mayor asked the board members to come up with a list of organizations that may want to utilize the sign and also to craft some language for the application.  It will be discussed again at the March 3, 2011 board meeting.
New Business
· Paper Mill Island Events – suggested changes to the application.  
Dan Mastronardi, an area promoter, spoke regarding his ideas for a hold system when reserving dates for Paper Mill Island.  With this system one person calls in a date or dates to hold and they have first "dibs" on that date/dates. Sometimes the holds will lead to solid confirmed dates, sometimes they'll just be released and the dates will be open again. If another person comes in and is interested in that same exact date but it’s already on hold for somebody else, they would just get a 2nd hold on that date and the right to challenge that date with the person who has the first hold.
The mayor asked Mastronardi to email a format to the clerk’s office and to the trustees for review.  

Mike Chemotti, a local promoter, was also asked his opinion on the hold system and to send us any feedback.  

Mayor Saraceni proposed that the board think about possibly offering Paper Mill Island to the Syracuse Symphony for a fund raiser for their organization.  It would be a benefit to them and to the Baldwinsville community to have them perform in the village.  He would like to look into it and discuss it further at a future meeting.

· Proposed East Genesee Business District Overlay
The trustees received the proposed East Genesee Business District Overlay packet from the Planning Board.  The mayor asked them to review it and come back to the next meeting with any comments.  Planning Board Chairman Carl Pelcher was present to answer any questions.  Pelcher stated that the plan establishes a specialized district for the area of the Village located between Oswego Street and Mechanic Street and between Elizabeth Street and East Genesee Street, including the south side of Elizabeth Street.
