Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Shimer thanked all those who made donations and who came out last weekend for the Big Chill.  
Trustee O’Donnell noted that tickets for the Taste of Baldwinsville, being held on Saturday, March 5, 2011, at the CNY Family Sports Center, go on sale this Saturday at the volunteer center and they usually sell out fast. (This is the primary fundraising event for the Baldwinsville Volunteer Center). 
Trustee Stebbins commended the DPW on a great job with all of the snow.  
Trustee Clarke mentioned that he’d attended his first Canton Woods meeting and he thanked the staff there for their hard work.                         
Mayor’s Comments

The mayor noted how well the Big Chill event did in raising money and he thanked the DPW for their help in getting the park ready and safe for the event.  There were over 100 jumpers in the Polar Bear Plunge and about $17,000.00 was raised from that for charity.  He then requested that 2 executive sessions be added to the agenda for employee relations.
