Citizen’s Comments
Resident Bob Scherfling, 49 West Genesee Street, voiced his frustrations regarding the decibel levels of the music on Paper Mill Island, particularly at the June 6th concert.  He stated that this has been an annual issue with some of the concerts that has never truly been addressed.
Mayor Saraceni agreed that it has been an issue over the years and that he would be in favor of bringing a sound tech engineer in to assess the sound levels and find a solution for this problem.  The mayor proposed to the board to have Tim Baker, Village Engineer, put together a RFP for a sound tech specialist/engineer.  Saraceni asked for this topic to be put on future agendas under pending business.

Brian Collins a representative from Empire State Marathon and a native of Baldwinsville, spoke about the upcoming marathon on Sunday, October 16, 2011.  He noted that the Village of Baldwinsville will be the halfway point for the runners.  The marathon begins and ends at Alliance Stadium.  He said that it has been 40 years since a marathon was in this area.  He noted that races like this bind a community and bring out the best aspects of the community. Mayor Saraceni expressed his excitement that the village is the halfway point for the marathon.  It will be a way to showcase the village and its residents.  He hopes that all residents will come out to cheer the runners on.
Greater Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce representatives Tony Saraceni and Emily Travis, a new intern, spoke of their two upcoming events. They will be having an Art Show, showcasing local artisans and merchants.  Also, a fashion show, with local merchants participating, may be held on Paper Mill Island in August.
Tony also thanked the village for their part in making the Chamber’s Blessing of the Fleet and fishing derby a success.   
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Presley and Trustee Shimer both requested executive sessions regarding personnel matters.
Trustee Stebbins inquired about the issue from the 6/2nd board meeting regarding the number of dogs allowed to live at a residence.  Dave Jones stated that the Department of Agriculture’s law no longer applies.  It has fallen back onto the municipalities.  Dave will meet with Tim to discuss his findings.

Department Heads
Village Clerk Maureen Butler told the board that the Alumni Association is interested in possibly having a pancake breakfast on Paper Mill Island on Sunday, August 7, 2011.  The board said that it would not be an issue but to offer Mercer Park to them as an alternative.  
The clerk also confirmed with the board that the trash fee of $75.00/event should always be charged to renters whether the rental fee is waived or not.
Village Treasurer John Salisbury handed out the financial statements for the month ending March 31, 2011.

Police Chief Mike Lefancheck informed the public that on Monday, June 27, 2011, the Ropes Challenge Program will be held at Baker High School for any 13 – 17 year old youths.  This is a great team building experience.  This free program will conclude with a picnic at Community Park for all participants and their families.  
Chief Lefancheck updated the board on the status of the serious assault case that took place in May.  The victim has returned home from the hospital and rehab facility and the two assault suspects have been indicted.
The Chief also noted that he is working with the Clerk’s office on a fireworks permit that will be issued to promoters once all paperwork is filed.
The mayor spoke on behalf of Village Engineer Tim Baker regarding a request from Tom Scott, a Meigs Road resident, for annexation into the village.  He will have Tim inform Mr. Scott of the process and tell him that it will be reviewed in conjunction with the Sun Meadows annexation.  The mayor noted that the annexation of Reeves field may also be added.

The mayor noted that Tim received a letter from the Canal Corp stating that the official request regarding the abandonment of the property has been signed.  Further correspondence will follow to finalize the purchase of the property.

· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder stated that the CD’s of the RFP were handed out to the Village Board and the Planning Board.  He is looking for feedback and also names of any developers that may be interested in receiving the CD.
· Fines for trash haulers
After a brief discussion, Mayor Saraceni proposed that a fine of $500.00/wrong pick-up day be assessed to any trash haulers that do not abide by the license agreement of hauling on Mondays and Thursdays only. 
Trustee Presley suggested that residents be notified by various methods, including the media, the DPW newsletter, and the village’s website, that their trash hauler should only be picking up trash on a Monday or Thursday.  The clerk will notify the trash haulers of this addendum and insert this revision in the license agreement for next year.
