Resolved that the minutes from the regular Village Board meeting of May 19, 2011, be approved.

Citizen’s Comments
Resident Arthur Licourt, 30 Battery Terrace, questioned whether there is a village code regarding the number of dogs a resident can have living at their residence.  He has frustrations over a neighbor that owns 5 dogs.  He had contacted Town of Lysander Dog Warden Don Powers but was told that Powers will no longer enforce village code.
Village Engineer Tim Baker will check with the Department of Agriculture and Markets for a ruling on 3 or more dogs in a residence.

Mark DuBois, a resident at 63 Artillery Lane, is frustrated with the lack of a village codes officer.  He flips houses and each day that he cannot do work on these houses because he is waiting for someone to be in the codes office, he loses money.  DuBois is frustrated that the requirements and fees that past Codes Officer Ron Dean told him were necessary have changed now that Ron is no longer with the village.  He has completed those requirements and now he is told that there are more requirements which involve a higher fee. 

Tim Baker stated that these “new” requirements are per Dave Pringle, Codes Officer for Town of Van Buren.  Pringle is helping out the village with certain projects until a codes officer is hired.  Tim suggested that he and Mark DuBois meet with Dave Pringle to discuss these changes.
Another resident, Frank Papalia, 3 Edgewood Drive, spoke of his concern regarding the overall look of the village, especially the Burger King site.  He feels that it looks terrible.  Papalia feels that a codes officer needs to be hired as soon as possible.
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Presley requested an executive session regarding a personnel matter.
Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni added two items to the agenda:  Item F. – Discussion on the River Street flower boxes and Item G. - request for an executive session regarding two personnel issues.
Department Heads
Village Treasurer John Salisbury handed out the financial statements for the month ending March 31, 2011.

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy thanked Mayor Saraceni and Trustee Clarke for their participation in the flag dedication ceremony that was held on May 20th, at Canton Woods Senior Center.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck spoke of a press conference he attended today in Syracuse regarding an update to the warrants webpage.  Warrants from Onondaga County towns and villages are now available on the website.  There will be a link from the village’s website (www.baldwinsville.org) for the warrants page.
Chief Lefancheck noted that the Memorial Day parade was a success in regards to public safety and traffic control.  This was due in part to the great work by Sergeant Mike Lockwood, Lt. Tom LeRoy, the Police Explorers, the Onondaga County Auxiliary Police and the Fire Police from the Baldwinsville Fire Department.
Village Engineer Tim Baker stated that the summer brush pick-up schedule will begin on Monday, June 6th and continue throughout the summer during the first and third full weeks of each month.  During the interval between the normal brush pickup schedule and the summer brush pickup schedule, the DPW has been working on permanent repairs to the many potholes caused by the winter and also doing topsoil repairs to resident’s lawns that were torn up during their sidewalk replacement.
While working on the Village Square project, Landmark, the contractor, found some unstable material. They are in the process of repairing that.  Tim Baker stated that due to the manpower restrictions, he is proposing that Landmark do the installation of the storm sewer catch basins.
