Citizen’s Comments
Clare Merrick asked about the work being done so far at Village Square.  Tim Baker explained how the project has been going and that they are trying to do the work there in such a way as to minimize disruption in the area.  
Ilene Cunningham explained that she was present to ask permission from the board to sell flowers from a cart in the village on Fridays and Saturdays.  The board advised her to complete a solicitor’s permit and get a card from the clerk’s office.  (The Deputy Clerk gave her an application)  
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Shimer requested an executive session for two personnel issues.  
Trustee O’Donnell asked for more information about the Mercer Park boat ramp and why it was still not open. The mayor and Tim Baker explained the current state of the ramp and the danger there.  Residents can launch a boat at Community Park and at Cooper’s Marina.  The Mercer Park ramp will not be open this season.  
Trustee Clarke noted he is happy about the progress being made on the parking lot at Canton Woods Senior Center.  They’d like it to be ready for the upcoming car show there on August 8th.  
Trustee Wilder requested an executive session about property acquisition.

Mayor’s Comments
The mayor requested an executive session for possibly the same item as Trustee Wilder.  He also wanted to express congratulations to Baldwinsville High School Girls Lacrosse coach Doug Rowe, who this past weekend had a very successful Star Spangled Girls Lacrosse tournament up on the school campus fields.  It is nationally one of the oldest and largest girl’s lacrosse tournaments.  There were approximately 115 teams from all over the U.S.  ‘Team Canada’, Canada’s national lacrosse team, also played some prep games getting ready for World cup play.  
The mayor noted that the village was very busy, as thousands of people were here.  It was also Seneca River Days this past weekend and the funeral was held for Kyle Schneider.  
Department Heads
Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy noted that the center had been kept open for extended hours that day to allow seniors to go there in the air conditioning for some relief from the heat.  She also reminded everyone about their 2nd annual car show coming up on August 8th, from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m. in the new parking lot.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck reminded village residents that River Street is a ‘no parking’ area and that new signs will be going up soon to replace the old faded ones.  The important issue is that the road must be kept open for emergency vehicles to have access and the police are ready to begin enforcing this.  For the first few weeks they may use ‘warning’ tickets as they continue to remind and reeducate the homeowners on that street.  He noted that there is public parking at both ends of the street for owners.   
He commented on a recent assault case and then asked to add an agenda item “E” to “new business “ regarding the mooring of boats on the South Shore West Trail.

Tim Baker stated there was nothing new to report.
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that the CDs of the RFP went out to prospective developers and he’s just waiting for any feedback. Tim Baker said the DPW is trying to work there when they can.   
· Paper Mill Island Sound Levels
The mayor said he had walked the island with Mark Gummer, a local sound specialist, to get advice regarding the sound levels during Paper Mill Island concerts.  He will have a detailed report for the next board meeting.

They are receiving complaints about boats that are violating that rule and due to budget cuts, they would like local law enforcement to take care of this.  Mike stated that our department cannot track boats on a regular day to day basis, but could help with unwilling or uncooperative boaters.   Mike also stated that there could be better signage over on the trail, so he will check with NYS to see if they will provide more signs.  More discussion needs to take place regarding local boats clogging the area, signage, ways to monitor boats in the area, etc.  This will be placed on the next meeting agenda under pending business.
