Resolution #98/2011 Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee Shimer
Resolved that the minutes from the regular Village Board meeting of June 16, 2011, be approved.

Citizen’s Comments
Dan Mastronardi stated that he may be cancelling his Paper Mill Island event that is scheduled for Wednesday, July 20, 2011, and is requesting that his rental fee be used for a future event on the Island.  After a brief discussion, it was determined that the contract states that a rental fee is non-refundable but the contract does not prohibit the renter from putting the fee towards a future event.  The board agreed to hold the rental fee until Mastronardi schedules a future date.  Mastronardi will email the clerk’s office when he makes a definite decision on the cancellation.

Joseph Revette, owner of Tribute Residential Trash & Recycling, spoke against the “new policy” with the exclusive trash pick up days of Monday and Thursday.  Trustee Clarke told him that this is not a “new “ restriction and that it has been in effect since 2009. Revette stated that as a single truck operator, this restriction of days is extremely difficult for him. The board explained to him that the village residents did not want garbage at the curb and garbage trucks on the streets every day of the week.  Revette asked the board to reconsider this decision.  The board will take it into consideration when the annual trash hauler agreement is reviewed.
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee O’Donnell mentioned that it was nice to see how many citizens came out to pay their respects to Baldwinsville’s fallen hero Kyle Schneider.  Kyle lost his life while serving in the United States Marines in Afghanistan.  The board offered their condolences.
Mayor’s Comments
Deputy Mayor Bruce Stebbins requested an executive session to discuss a land acquisition.  
He noted that Mayor Saraceni has been in negotiations with the Ramin brothers regarding a trade of a village easement that is on the east side of the Ramin property within Village Square for an aerial easement.  With this aerial easement we would be able to give National Grid access to move around utility lines.  The village would be able to vacate the original easement by relocating the water line that currently runs across the Ramins’ property. This trade would not only make the land more valuable but the restriction of the property due to the overhead wires would be less.
Department Heads
Village Clerk Maureen Butler asked if the Community Park repairs that were discussed at the last meeting had been addressed.  Village Engineer Tim Baker said that the repairs had been made and the Boy Scouts would be all set with their overnight activities on July 15, 2011.
Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy thanked everyone involved in getting the Canton Woods parking lot repairs scheduled.  She also noted that their 2nd annual car show will be held on August 8th, from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m. in the new gravel lot.
Police Lt. Tom LeRoy said that the Police Department’s 15th annual Ropes Challenge Program, sponsored by Gypsum Express, held on June 27th, had been well attended.

He also noted that the Baldwinsville Police were honored to lead the procession escorting the body of Cpl. Kyle Schneider, a local marine killed in the line of duty, from Hancock Airbase through Baldwinsville to the funeral home.  They also assisted the next day for his transport to the high school for calling hours.
The Lt. read a letter from the principal of Ray Middle School complimenting the Police department for all that they do to promote safety at the school and throughout the community. 
Trustee Clarke questioned Lt. LeRoy regarding a situation in which the arms are down at a railroad crossing.  Lt. stated that it is illegal to go around the arms when they are down.  One should contact 911 and wait there for an officer to either reroute them or guide them around the arms.

Village Engineer Tim Baker said the repair of the Canton Woods Senior Center’s rear parking lot is scheduled to begin on July 12th.  The existing lot will be removed and replaced with a gravel lot to make it useable.  Various towns are offering the loan of equipment and manpower.  Hopefully, when funds are available the lot will be repaved.
Tim announced that Greg Humphrey started on July 5th as a Codes Officer for the village.  He will begin his training the week of the 11th and should be fully licensed by the end of the year.

The Village Square project is progressing nicely.

Tim contacted QPK Design and they will be preparing a proposal for doing the bid specifications and also the engineering work for the bridge installation.  Tim expects to bring the proposal to the DPW committee next week.
Deputy Mayor Stebbins asked about the land acquisition.  Tim stated that NYS Canals said that the final documents for the land acquisition are at the Attorney General’s office.  Once the State has them back, they will forward the documents to the village for signatures.  We, in turn, will send the signed documents back to the State with the final payment.
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that the CDs of the RFP will be sent to prospective developers tomorrow.  A public notice regarding the sale and redevelopment of this property will also be put in the Post Standard and Messenger directing any interested parties to contact the Village Engineer to obtain a proposal package.  We are asking that all proposals be submitted to the Village Clerk on or before August 1, 2011.
· Paper Mill Island Sound Levels
Deputy Mayor Stebbins noted that the mayor is in the process of contacting Mark Gummer, a local sound specialist, for advice regarding the sound levels during Paper Mill Island concerts.  He stated that Tim is also trying to locate some sound engineers to come up with solutions to this ongoing issue.
