Citizen’s Comments
Maureen Bordwell, a resident at 42 Artillery Lane, voiced her concerns about the sound levels of the 95X concert that was held Friday night on Paper Mill Island. Unfortunately, she was able to hear it clearly while in her home.  At times she has been able to hear other concerts but nothing like this one.  She feels that something must be done to control this ongoing issue. 
Mayor Saraceni addressed her comments by telling of how he too heard the concert from his location.  He then proceeded to track down the village employee in charge of the sound levels and the promoter.  Eventually, the music was adjusted but only after much frustration.  The mayor stated that this concert will not be returning to PMI.  He is in the process of putting a committee together to revamp the application process, the fees charged, and the possible penalty fees/repercussions that the promoter may incur due to not abiding by the rules.  The mayor will also schedule a meeting with all promoters to address the board’s concerns about PMI rental issues.
Chief Lefancheck stated that the promoter for this concert did not have the required number of security personnel.

Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Presley noted that he is in the process of compiling figures for the last 5 years regarding Paper Mill Island.  He is interested in seeing just how much it costs to run the island.  He is taking into consideration the cost of police overtime, maintenance of the island by DPW workers, electric bills, and any other expenses that are incurred.  The only revenue brought in is from the rental of the island.

Trustee Stebbins reminded the viewing audience to pick up after their dogs.  On his walks, he has noticed a lot of canine fecal matter.
Trustee Clarke complimented the staff at Canton Woods Senior Center for a great job on the car show that was held at the Center on August 8th.  There were over 40 cars showcased.

Trustee Wilder commented on the amount of trash strewn around the village, especially the Syracuse Street area.  He urged the public not to litter.

Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni spoke of his frustrations over littering.  The mayor requested an executive session regarding two labor relations issues.
Department Heads
Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy thanked everyone involved in the 2nd annual car show that was held on August 8th.  The car owners are instrumental in making this event a success.  She also spoke of another event that the Center will be having.  Walk for the Woods 2011 will be held on Saturday, September 24th.  This event promotes wellness and the proceeds will benefit Canton Woods Senior Center.  Registration forms are available at Canton Woods.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck spoke more about the 95X concert.  His department patrolled parking lots and informed tailgaters of the open container law.  Tickets were issued for illegal parking.
He had also received a call regarding the theft of political signs, and so the Chief reiterated to the public that theft of political signs is a larceny.

Village Engineer Tim Baker reported on the Canton Woods parking lot.  He stated that a lot was accomplished in spite of the fact that there was no budget.  A special thanks went to Derek Tarolli, of Tarolli Construction, for doing the final grading of the surface with his dozer, something the DPW could not accomplish with the grader.




Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Tim Baker stated that he spoke with Steve D’Arcangelo from Plumley Engineering, to discuss the protocol to follow to receive the final sign-off from the state.  He was told that the village needs to submit design calculations for the sheet piling and proof of the bridge.  Tim was not able to reach our representative from NYS Canals due to vacation.  Hopefully, he will be able to find out the status of the purchase agreement in the next few weeks.
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that with the help of some trustees, calls were made to potential developers that had received the RFP in order to get their feedback.  Some feedback was positive, while some was not so much due to the poor economy.  Trustee Wilder suggested that the DPW committee initiate an open house to showcase the Lock Street property.    
· Paper Mill Island Sound Levels
This was discussed earlier under Citizen’s comments.
· Property Improvements – Key Bank and the B’ville Diner
A meeting is scheduled on August 24th with a representative from Key Bank, Jim Orlando, Tim Baker, and the mayor.  This will be reported on at the September 1st board meeting. 





New Business
· Lease Renewal for the Shacksboro Schoolhouse Property On Canton Street
Resolution #125/2011  Motion by Trustee Wilder, second by Trustee Clarke
Resolved to renew the 25 year lease between the Village of Baldwinsville and McHarrie’s Legacy, Inc. for the property known as the Shacksboro Schoolhouse on Canton Street.  The $1.00 per year fee shall be waived.

Ed McManus, a representative from Shacksboro, explained that no changes would be made to the lease.  He noted that they are soliciting bids for the renovation of the existing shed.  Due to the lack of storage, the shed needs to be extended and the existing roof needs to be changed.  The shed will now be facing north in order to create the maximum storage space possible.
· Byrne Dairy Presentation

He displayed diagrams and gave detailed explanations of the proposed site plan.  The board thanked him for enduring this process.
· Pride of Baldwinsville Plaque – Canton Woods Senior Center

Resolved to approve the plaque application from Canton Woods Senior Center for the Pride of Baldwinsville sign.

· AT&T Proposed Modification
This request from AT&T is a proposed modification to the existing telecommunications facility at 2846 Route 31, Lysander, NY.  It proposes the placement of ninety feet of new conduit and one new distribution panel.  
This item will be tabled until our consultant, Municipal Solutions, is contacted for assistance regarding if this modification to the site will require a renegotiation of the contract.
· Property Tax Exemption – Mixed-use Properties
The mayor stated that Onondaga County and the City of Syracuse have passed legislation, NYS Department of Taxation & Finance RPTL Section 485-a, Mixed-use Properties, allowing for this property tax exemption.  He will forward the information to the Towns of Lysander and Van Buren for consideration.  He feels this exemption would be a big incentive for landlords and developers in the village.  Benefits under this exemption are reserved for non-residential real property that is converted to a structure used for both residential and commercial purposes.  Improvements to the property, not the property itself, would be exempt from tax according to the table. The board decided to table this until the next meeting giving Village Attorney Dave Jones time to review it.
· Set Public Hearing – Amendment of Local Law re: Off-street Parking Requirements
