Resolution # 117/2011 Motion by Trustee O’Donnell second by Trustee Shimer
Resolved that the minutes from the regular Village Board meeting of July 21, 2011, be approved.

Citizen’s Comments
Village resident Casey Ostrander would like the board to consider having trash picked up in the village by one trash hauler.  He felt that this would reduce the cost to the residents and also reduce the number of trucks on the village streets.  The mayor explained the history of this issue and why in the past the board decided against using one single hauler.  Currently licensed haulers in the village can only be on village streets on Monday and Thursday.  Trustee Wilder mentioned that the board could revisit the issue by surveying the residents to see what they think and if the interest is still there.  
Jeffrey McCullar came to thank the board for the Lock 24 boat docking area which he has been enjoying this summer.  He also wanted to say that he is looking forward to the reunion weekend coming up.  
Anthony Saraceni noted that the Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce has moved to 27 Water Street.  He would like to request a waiver of the open container law for September 13, 2011, from 4:00 p.m.-7:00 p.m. to have food and drinks outside the new office.  It was decided that he will speak with the nearby business owners about blocking off the parking lot and will come to the board meeting on August 18, 2011, to report their answers and to get approval.  
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Shimer said that she will not be at the next board meeting August 18, 2011.
Trustee Stebbins congratulated the keeper at Lock 24 for an award he was given for maintaining an excellent facility.  That looks very good to all of the people who travel to our village area.  
Trustee Clarke noted the new solar panels on the Hudson & Mowins building and he wanted to applaud their efforts to go green.  They have been installing them and hope to have the panels working in about a month.  
Trustee Presley also has a conflict and may not be at the board meeting August 18, 2011.  

Mayor’s Comments
The mayor asked to add item “E” to the agenda.  It is a discussion regarding forming a committee to manage Paper Mill Island for Alumni Weekend.  The mayor also asked to add item “F” to the agenda.  It is a motion authorizing him to sign a contract to purchase 321 Meadow Street, for $63,000.00 with adjustments for real property taxes either unpaid or paid.  
He ended by welcoming the alumni back and noted that the village DPW crews have been busy getting the village ready.  

Department Heads
Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy reminded everyone again about the car show August 8, 2011.  She also mentioned that on Thursday, August 11, 2011, between 4:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. at the center, the Gifford Foundation is reaching out to seniors for feedback on what helps seniors stay in their homes and either postpone or avoid long term care situations.  They can call the center for reservations.  
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck stated that he wanted to thank Police Lieutenant Tom LeRoy for the outstanding job he’s doing as he fixes and spray paints over highly visible public areas of graffiti in the village.  He also has been removing flyers and signs from the telephone poles around the village because that is not allowed.  Their office knows these are regular duties but the department feels that if you watch out for the smaller things that may go wrong, you can hopefully avoid the bigger problems and also help keep this village a nice place to live.  




Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Tim Baker stated that he has no new news, but he reminded the board that once the paperwork is signed, it will be sent to us for the remaining funds to be paid and that this is just about done.  
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that there hasn’t been any feedback yet.  He asked if the board members would look at the list and consider helping Tim by making calls to the prospective developers that the materials were sent to.  That way the village can see if there is any interest in the CD’s or any comments from the developers, and that it would help save time so that Tim would not have to make all of those calls. 
· Paper Mill Island Sound Levels
The mayor said he had nothing new to add.  This past weekend’s concert used a different technology and it was a very good quality sound, which was clear, but not necessarily loud.  Trustee Wilder mentioned the DPW committee is hearing complaints about the promoters not keeping the sound levels where they should be.  So there should be further discussion on that issue.  The mayor said he’d like to add item “G” regarding sound issues to the agenda.
· Boat Mooring along the South Shore West Trail
The police chief stated that the DPW and the personnel at the Lock 24 office will notify him if they see a boat in violation and his department will strive to keep the wall clear starting with a phone call to boat owners.  The mayor said he’d had a conversation with the new director of the NYS Canals and it sounds like they will continue thinking and discussing ideas for the best way to monitor this.  




New Business
· Improvements to Property between Key Bank and the B’ville Diner-Jim Orlando
Jim Orlando explained and showed how the B’ville Diner would like to improve the property between the diner and Key Bank.  This project depends on the Village, the Diner, the owner’s of the old Eckerd’s building and the bank being in agreement.  It was decided that after several upcoming meetings Jim will come back and let the village board know what he finds out.  He would like to make one of these plans for improvement work as quickly as possible, as there are only certain times of the year that are best for disruption in service for projects like this.
· Approval of a plaque for the Pride of Baldwinsville sign from the Baldwinsville Library

Resolved to approve the plaque for the Pride of Baldwinsville sign from the Baldwinsville Library.

· Approval of the parking resolution passed by the Planning Board July 26, 2011
Resolution #119/2011 Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee O’Donnell
Resolved to approve the resolution recommending an amendment of Article XI, Section 72-23, Paragraph B of the local zoning ordinance of the village of Baldwinsville.

After the mayor thanked her, Nicole Schlater explained how and why this change in codes was necessary.  She stated that the resolution passed works best in a village like Baldwinsville, as it works to maximize the space for parking that the village already has.  It helps area businesses out as they won’t need to make parking available to only meet ‘peak’ parking demands.  The use of proper signage gets people to parking that the village already has and further increases the tendency of people to park and then to walk around the village.
· Approval of the appointment of Kyle Sochia as a part-time summer aide

Resolved to approve the appointment of Kyle Sochia as a part-time summer aide, with the pay rate of $8.20/hr, with the effective date of August 8, 2011.

· Discussion on whether or not to form a committee to manage PMI for Alumni Weekend
The mayor started a discussion as to whether or not a committee should be formed by the village to help facilitate island activities for Alumni Weekend every year.  Several trustees feel that the Alumni Association should be the organizer and driving force of the weekend and that a board member could attend their meetings to be sure that the village’s interests are protected but that another committee doesn’t need to be formed.  The Alumni Association is very new, so it was decided to give them a chance with the upcoming weekend to see how things go and this will be addressed at the next board meeting.  
· Purchase of 321 Meadow Street by the village of Baldwinsville
Resolution #121/2011 Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee Wilder

Resolved to authorize the mayor to sign a contract to purchase 321 Meadow Street for $63,000.00 with adjustments for real property tax either paid or unpaid.

· Sound issues on PMI
There was a discussion regarding the promoter for one of the concerts during Alumni Weekend.  He is not following the proper rules as stated on the PMI contract regarding sound issues, security coverage and lights on the walkway crossing Syracuse Street, during his events.  It was decided that if this promoter does not comply with the rules of the contract and our village officers have to cover security he will be billed accordingly.  In addition to that security and lighting issue, if his sound board control person doesn’t follow the rules for the decibel levels, considering that he is now well informed, he may not be allowed to reserve the island again in the future.  This situation will be watched this weekend.
