Citizen’s Comments
Chris Sheehan, owner of Sheehan’s Appliances, voiced his concerns about the number of kids that congregate under the bridge heading to the new Village Square area.  At times, there are 20 to 40 kids hanging out, skateboarding, and rearranging ramps and furniture for their skateboarding.  This is very intimidating for residents trying to walk in that area.  The business owners in that area, including Chris, would like something to be done about it. 

Mayor Saraceni asked the Public Safety Committee to address this issue at their next meeting.  Possible options to monitor this ongoing disturbance would be the addition of lights and cameras in the area.  This problem of kids congregating is an issue at all the village parks.

Department Heads
Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy reminded everyone about the upcoming Walk for the Woods event at Canton Woods Senior Center on Saturday, September 24th at 9:00 am.  She also mentioned that there will be one flu clinic this year at the Center on Thursday, October 6th from 1:00 pm. – 3:00 pm.  There will also be a Limburger Cheese event held on Thursday, October 27th.  Reserve your spot for this event by Thursday, October 6th.

Village Engineer Tim Baker reported that the annual tree survey will be done on Tuesday, September 20th.  He will be meeting the tree committee and anyone else interested in participating at Village Hall at 3 pm.  This is to look at village trees and decide how to address various issues that they may have.  Tim also noted that weekly brush pickup has begun and will end when the snow flies.  
Tim gave a brief update on the Village Square project.  He noted that the blacktop should be completed by the 23rd of September, the new stairs need to be set up and the pavers have been installed.
Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Tim Baker noted that he is waiting to receive a proposal from Plumley Engineering on the design of the bridge crossing.  He also stated that the DPW will be doing the cleanup along Meadow Street in preparation of the trail construction.  Hopefully, this will be completed within the next two weeks.  He is looking into options for stockpiling brush, possibly expanding the yard.
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that the committee is in the process of refining the list of potential developers.  This item should be removed from the agenda until further headway takes place.
· Paper Mill Island Sound Levels
Tim Baker mentioned that he is looking into having the village purchase a speaker tower and amplifiers for the Paper Mill Island concerts.  In this way, the village would have control of the sound amplification by purchasing the appropriate size for the venue.  The board concurred that this could be a possible solution and gave him the go ahead to look into this option further.
· Property Tax Exemption – Mixed-use Properties
Mayor Saraceni asked the board to think about various areas that could be targeted for this exemption.  Some such areas may include the waterfront, the business district, or the Lock Street properties.  Trustee Stebbins supported the current business district and Trustee Wilder suggested holding off on considering the Lock Street properties until we hear from potential developers.  The mayor plans on asking someone from Onondaga County to speak to the board on this exemption in order to define it better.
· AT&T Proposed Modification
Attorney Dave Jones is in ongoing negotiations with agents from AT&T.  They have been discussing the terms of the current lease and whether or not it needs to be renegotiated.  He believes that the burden is on them (AT&T).  He hopes to have a better answer for the board at the next meeting.
