Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni welcomed Rick Presley back to the board.
The mayor announced that he is exploring the possibility of forming a committee whose focus will be searching out green technology for the village and also grant opportunities so the village can become more efficient in its physical plant operations.  He extended an invitation for anyone interested in volunteering for the committee.  He hopes to get 7 to 9 qualified individuals for the committee.
The mayor added an item I to the agenda setting a public hearing date for the proposed East Genesee Overlay District, with changes.
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Presley noted that he is looking forward to the next 3 years on the board.  

All the trustees extended a warm welcome and assistance to Rick on his return.
Department Heads
Ruth Troy thanked the DPW and Trustee Clarke in their assistance to expedite the repair of the Canton Woods Senior Center parking lot.
Chief Lefancheck noted that the department was notified that they received a grant to purchase new computers for the patrol cars.  
He stated that due to the graffiti occurrence at the East Genesee corridor a clean-up day has been scheduled for April 30th ,under the direction of Lt. Tom LeRoy.  Volunteers and donations of paint and supplies are welcome.

Chief Lefancheck stated that bike registration forms are available at the Police department.  The department also offers helmets and helmet fitting.  

Tim Baker stated that brush pick up has begun throughout the village.  
He noted that the contractor for the salt storage building has completed the installation of the skirt. A few more things need to be done in house.  
He also noted that the DPW has started digging into the Canton Woods parking lot.  Unfortunately, the water had gotten into the clay and turned it into jello.  Tim will come up with a proposal for the repair of the lot.
Tim tentatively scheduled an Arbor Day ceremony at 1:00 p.m., on April 29, 2011.

· South Shore East Trail
Tim Baker stated that he has not yet heard from NYS Canal Corporation regarding the issuance of permits.  He received an extension for the DEC permit for the project.  He noted that he is working on questions from the DOT for the final submittal in order to receive approval to move forward.    
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder stated that he is waiting on feedback from RMS regarding their information for the solicitation document.  EDR contacted the Planning Board to discuss the zoning changes along the Lock Street corridor.  Wilder would like to firm up dates to keep this process going.  Mayor Saraceni stated that the Planning Board is leaning towards a PDD (Planned Development District).

These will be researched by the DPW to find out the year that the lines were put in. Attorney Dave Jones stated that legally the village is able to bill from the lines inception.  Butler stated that beginning this year the annual sprinkler charges will be placed on the water bills.
