Trustee Shimer requested an Item E be added to the agenda regarding a discussion/action authorizing Police Agent John Merritt to attend Integrated Justice Portal Training in Albany, NY, from March 17 – March 18, 2011, at a cost not to exceed $250.00. 
Trustee Clarke noted that long range planning was discussed at the Canton Woods board meeting.  It seems that these plans are becoming closer to reality thanks to Ruth.  He also was made aware of an issue with the deterioration of the back parking lot.  The DPW has blocked off the lot for safety reasons, and he would like to see this problem addressed in the very near future.

Mayor’s Comments
The mayor requested that an executive session be added to the agenda for a personnel matter. 
Department Heads
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck updated the board on the investigation of the texting bus driver.  Since it occurred outside the village, the department conferred with the NYS Police as well as the Onondaga County District Attorney’s office. · Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that Village Engineer Tim Baker was able to place the links for phase 1 and phase 2 in the actual solicitation document and once the text is shortened the document will be ready for distribution at the March 7, 2011 Planning Board meeting.  He urged other board members to attend the meeting that will be held at 7:30 pm.
Mayor Saraceni noted that he received a quote from RMS (Research Marketing Systems) for the assembly of demographic information for the RFP packet.  This will give prospective investors a better understanding of our location and other facts that may make it a more interesting proposal.  The mayor will also notify EDR about the upcoming Planning Board meeting.  

· “Pride of Baldwinsville Sign”
Trustee Weaver mentioned ideas that the DPW committee had come up with regarding the sign.  One such idea was to change the location of the sign so it would be more visible. 
Trustee Stebbins suggested that preference be given to village organizations and then to others in the Greater 
Baldwinsville area.
The board agreed that no fee will be imposed to put a panel on the sign.  

Trustee Clarke would like to see the village have the final say on if the panel is appropriate and if it is allowed to go on the sign.   

· Paper Mill Island Events – suggested changes to the application
The “hold” system was discussed again.  Trustee Stebbins agreed that the “hold” system would work for Paper Mill Island reservations.  There would have to be criteria in place regarding the number of holds accepted and the amount of time allowed for the challenger to pay the fee once the original hold’s time had expired.

· 2011 Community Development Five-Year Plan

A discussion ensued regarding the Canton Woods Senior Center parking lot reconstruction. · 2011 Vision Plan for Village employees
