The Public Hearing was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Mayor Saraceni stated that the purpose of this Public Hearing was to hear comments regarding the proposal of a Local Law concerning the “East Genesee Business Overlay District”.
The Village Clerk read the legal notice that was published in the Messenger.

Charles Farrell, owner of 44 Oswego Street, spoke against the proposal stating that if he was interested in changing the exterior of his building he would now have to comply with these new regulations.  He is concerned about the proposed standard that buildings on corner lots (which his is) will have to have at least one public entrance on East Genesee Street.  He also noted that it states that the build-to-line shall be a minimum of 13 and a maximum 15 feet from curb lines.  Currently, his building on the Genesee Street side is between 16 and 18 feet from the curb line.  He therefore would not be in compliance if this is passed.  He noted that he just doesn’t understand why the village is proposing such changes.  He questioned the proposal regarding the additional screening (fence) requirement where a non-residential property abuts a residential property.  And lastly, regarding #5 of the proposal – Board of Zoning Appeals- he noted that the village should have more faith in it’s Zoning Board to allow them to make changes as they see fit.  
When asked by the mayor to clarify the district in question, Tim Baker stated that the proposal does not include any of the properties that front Oswego Street.  Baker furnished a map that showed the exact area involved.  Mayor Saraceni stated that the map will be included with the law.  Farrell noted that he had not seen the map and this clarification does help alleviate most of his concerns.
Robert Weichert of 36 Oswego Street reiterated Mr. Farrell’s comments.  He noted that the map came as a surprise because the legal description in the paper specifically included the Oswego Street properties.  He stated that he still is against the proposal because he doesn’t think the village needs more regulation. He also believes that an environmental impact study should be done, as mandated by the United States code.
Dave Jones stated that no action is being taken tonight regarding this local law proposal and that a short form seeker has been done in accordance with the code.  The mayor noted that these issues will be addressed.

Clare Merrick, a resident of the Town of Lysander, spoke in favor of the proposal noting that in the long run it should help the businesses in this district by making the area more pedestrian friendly.  She commended the village on all that has been accomplished over the last five years.

Citizen’s Comments

Trustees’ Comments
Congratulations were given to Mark Wilder, Dick Clarke, Rick Presley, Judge Huling, and Joseph Saraceni for their recent election win.  Words of appreciation went to Trustee Carrie Weaver for her time and dedication on the Village Board.   

Trustee O’Donnell complimented Baldwinsville students on their performance in the Baker High School musical “Titanic”.
Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni congratulated all the winners of the election and thanked the public for coming out to vote.  He also thanked Carrie for the work that she has been involved in during the last four years. One of the many projects that she was instrumental in was researching and setting up the “flag crosswalks”.  
The mayor requested that an executive session for labor relations be added to the agenda.

Department Heads
Village attorney Dave Jones noted that the proposal of the local law concerning the “East Genesee Business Overlay District” will be tabled for procedural reasons.
Chief Mike Lefancheck spoke about a candle larceny at Village Hardware that was publicized on Channel 9 News.  Many tips have come in due to the publicity and the investigation should be completed shortly.  He also mentioned that the funeral for Phoenix Police Chief Rod Carr will be held at Word of Life Church on Saturday and he will be assisting in coordinating law enforcement response.  The Chief noted that on Saturday, March 26, there will be a funeral service at St. Joseph the Worker church for “baby Isabella”, the newborn infant that was found in a dumpster in Liverpool.

Tim Baker announced that the top soil restoration has begun on Virginia Street.  Once completed, the DPW will start on Tappan Street.

Trustee Clarke spoke on behalf of Ruth Troy, Canton Woods Coordinator, thanking the Baldwinsville Teachers Association for providing tickets and transportation for many Canton Woods participants to the BHS presentation of the musical “Titanic”.   She also wanted to thank the Rotary for the rescheduled Christmas celebration that was put on for approximately 200 participants.  Trustee Clarke stressed again about the Canton Woods back parking lot dilemma.  It is a safety issue when members have to park on both sides of Canton Street in order to attend Canton Woods.  One suggestion is to pull up the blacktop and put down gravel.  

Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Tim Baker stated that he is still waiting for the Canal Corporation to locate the deed that they are preparing.  It is apparently with the Secretary of State’s office.  He will continue to contact them for status reports.  The bid for the sheet pile has been received and Baker recommends that it will be awarded at the next board meeting.  All permits have been received and once the deed is received the DPW will move forward with the project.

The mayor clarified that the location of the south shore east trail is along Meadow Street. Eventually the trail will link the village to Lyons Community Park. 
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that he and other board members attended this month’s Planning Board meeting to discuss the status of the possible zoning changes on Lock Street.  EDR will be at the March 21st Planning Board meeting to give their feedback on the solicitation document. Trustee Wilder noted that there is space in the document for demographics. 

Mayor Saraceni asked that Item D from New Business, Research Marketing Systems quote for demographics, be discussed at this time since it is regarding the solicitation document.
· Research Marketing Systems quote
Motion #288
Moved by Trustee Wilder seconded by Trustee Weaver to hire Research Marketing Systems for the assembly of demographic information for the solicitation document at a cost not to exceed $600.00.  

Carried – Trustee O’Donnell, an employee of RMS, abstained from the vote.

After a short discussion regarding the need for demographics in the document and the quote from RMS, the consensus of the trustees was a favorable one. Trustee Wilder stated that having demographics in the document would be very useful for out of area developers.  
· “Pride of Baldwinsville Sign”
The mayor asked that this be taken off the agenda.  The criteria has been set and the DPW committee will put together an application reflecting the new criteria.

· Paper Mill Island Events – suggested changes to the application
The board decided to amend the Paper Mill Island application to reflect the “soft reservation/hold” policy.  Promoters will now be allowed to hold up to twenty dates.  If another party is interested in one of those dates, the promoter has 24 hours to pay the rental fee for that date.  If the promoter does not pay the rental fee, the interested party must reserve the date by paying the rental fee.  Trustee O’Donnell noted that the holds should have a thirty (30) day expiration timeframe on them.  Trustee Shimer and Chief Lefancheck, both members of the Public Safety committee, discussed the safety issues regarding lighting at the crosswalk on Syracuse Street during events.  Tim Baker stated that the DPW will be doing improvements on Marble Street and will look into putting a permanent light tower at the crosswalk.  If that is the case, a fee would be charged to the promoter for the use of the tower.  In the meantime, an amendment to the application will require that lighting, as approved by Chief Lefancheck, must be procured by the promoter for the crosswalk during Paper Mill Island events.
· East Genesee Business Overlay District
Dave Jones stated that at this time the local law for the “East Genesee Business Overlay District” will not be adopted.  The adoption will take place once the Planning Board receives feedback from Onondaga County Planning.
· 2011 Vision Plan for Village employees
Village Clerk Maureen Butler recommended that the village not change the vision plan at this time.  Little feedback was given by the employees and the village was up against a short deadline.  Butler requested from Brown & Brown, the village’s insurance broker, that all medical insurance plans be looked at earlier in 2012 in order for the plans to be thoroughly researched.
