Citizen’s Comments
Michael Lucas, a resident at 10 Salina Street, addressed the board with a complaint regarding the dumpster at the Mavis/Cole Muffler establishment being an eyesore.  The dumpster does not fit into it’s enclosure and sits outside blocking the sidewalk.  The codes officer and the police have discussed this issue with the Mavis manager on numerous occasions.  At the printing of these minutes, the village had been contacted by Mrs. Lucas stating that the dumpster had been moved to another location on the property.  
Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Shimer requested that the following two agenda items be added: Item H. Vehicle Larceny Protection Program and Item I. Executive Session for a personnel matter.
