Citizen’s Comments
Jo Anselment and Catherine Henry, village residents, addressed the board about their frustrations over the new higher water rates.  Mrs. Henry told the board that her water bill increased 100 percent.  Another concern was why the village increased the rates all at once and not gradually over the last 5 years.  Tim Baker, Village Engineer, explained the new billing process and Mayor Saraceni apologized on behalf of the board for not assessing the rates on a yearly basis.  
Michael Chemotti, a Paper Mill Island promoter since its inception, distributed photos to the board of PMI areas that are in disrepair and possibly hazardous to the public.  He suggested that these sites be repaired before the upcoming summer season.  Tim Baker noted that the DPW is in the process of taking care of a couple of these issues. Mayor Saraceni stated that the village has put funds aside each year from the island rentals for the maintenance of the island.   Chemotti is also concerned about the power wires that are sometimes left unattended until the band gets there.  He feels that this wouldn’t be an issue if he had accessibility to the utility room as he had in the past.

Trustee O’Donnell congratulated the 2010 Man and Woman Volunteer of the Year, Mark Dengler and Jacqueline Olmsted.
Trustee Stebbins commented that he is disappointed with Onondaga County’s decision to pass the cost of the repairs to the water infrastructure in Clay to all County taxpayers regardless of whether they are customers of OCWA.
