Citizen’s Comments

Trustees’ Comments
Trustee O’Donnell requested that an executive session be added for a personnel matter.

Trustee Clarke mentioned that a new restaurant, Big Mama’s Country Kitchen and Deli, will be opening in October in Town Square (corner of Smokey Hollow and Rt. 48).  He also noted that some residents in Candlewyck thanked the village for paving Edgewood Drive.
Mayor’s Comments
No Comments.
Department Heads
Village Clerk Maureen Butler asked that Item E. be placed on the agenda regarding the purchase of computers and an updated server for the Clerk’s office.

Village Treasurer John Salisbury explained a few items on the June financial statements that were distributed to the board.  The General fund had $19,000.00 in expenses overstated and the Water and Sewer funds had $9,500.00 each understated in expenses.  This was an error in the reporting of the Village Engineer’s salary for the current fiscal year.  An adjusting entry was made and the payroll system was corrected for future months.

Mayor Saraceni requested that a report be done comparing the quarterly expenses to the expenses in the same quarter of the previous budget year.  John will also revise the monthly revenue report inserting an “Actual” column.

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy stated that volunteers were needed for the B’ville Express program.  This program deals with the transportation of senior citizens to various appointments.  An open house for the program will be held on September 9th from 2:00 pm – 3:00 pm.

Police Chief Mike Lefancheck noted that he was appointed to the Board of Governors for NYS Association of Chiefs of Police, which covers the counties of Cayuga, Lewis, Madison, Jefferson, Oswego, Oneida and Onondaga. 

Tim Baker reported that the Village of Baldwinsville placed first for ground water and 2nd overall in the statewide competition in the annual Drinking Water Taste Test, held at the NYS Fair. The village’s water (judged the best tasting water among ground-water drinking sources) and the City of New Rochelle in Westchester County (judged the best tasting water among surface-source water systems), were the two finalists, with New Rochelle winning the final tally by just three votes.  The village’s water had previously took 1st place in our district in order to make it to the statewide competition.
Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Attorney Dave Jones stated that the deed is ready to be signed and once sent back to the NYS Canal Corporation the transfer should take place in about one month.  * The mayor was previously authorized by the board to sign this property agreement.
· Village owned Lock Street Properties
Trustee Wilder noted that after speaking to some of the potential developers regarding the RFP, the DPW committee will be issuing a letter giving the developers more time to review the RFP package.  Hopefully, the added time will bring proposals in by next year.
Mayor Saraceni noted that the timing of this project is favorable since the Governor has just put together regional economic councils.  The Governor is requesting that by early November each region submit a “business plan” for economic development.  Our region is considering incentives for waterfront redevelopment.  One focus would be on Syracuse’s Inner Harbor but Baldwinsville’s waterfront would certainly be able to fall into this category.  There are four 4oo million dollar packages being awarded to qualifying regions.  

· Paper Mill Island Sound Levels
Not much progress has been made since last meeting.  The mayor needs to speak to Mark Gummer further regarding the details of a “line array system”.  Trustee Wilder noted that there is another sound management company in Baldwinsville that also may be able to help us with this issue. 

· Property Improvements between Key Bank and the B’ville Diner
A meeting was held with a Key Bank official to discuss what is happening behind the Baldwinsville Key Bank in the Village Square area.  The mayor showed him the EDR Plan emphasizing pedestrian safety along the Genesee Street corridor.  Key Bank has some concerns regarding their right of way.  Ultimately, the mayor feels that the best scenario would be to reduce the curb cuts from the current five to two.  The village offered some options, including giving them a third lane around the drive-thru for easy exiting and an area for snow piling. The Key Bank official was going to submit the village’s recommendations to his supervisors for their consideration.
· Property Tax Exemption – Mixed-use Properties
Both the towns of Lysander and Van Buren and the Baldwinsville Central School District have been given information on this exemption for their consideration.  The mayor believes that select areas in the village can be targeted to take advantage of this opportunity if this exemption is adopted by the village.  There is no rush on this so it will be kept on the agenda under pending business.
· AT&T Proposed Modification
Dave Jones has spoken to an AT&T agent regarding this modification and believes figures should become available by the next meeting in order to renegotiate the contract.  Tim Baker has not heard back from Municipal Solutions with their recommendations.  
· Adoption of the Local Law – Local Law “ Off-Street Parking Requirements”
