Trustee Wilder mentioned that he and Trustee Clarke went to a breakfast put on by Hancock and Estabrook/the Environmental Breakfast Club regarding hydrofracking.  Trustee Wilder will put together a fact sheet for the board to keep them abreast of this topic regarding natural gas development.  He believes the target drilling area will be downstate.   The village is responsible for protecting the ground water resources that we have in our water wells.
