Ed Barlow, Canton Woods President, thanked the DPW for assisting the two towns in the reconstruction of the parking lot.  

Celebration for Tim Baker’s retirement
Mayor Saraceni spoke about Tim’s accomplishments/legacy during his employment at the village as Village Engineer.  Among them were the Sidewalk Replacement program, the Rt 48 Sidewalk project, Crooked Brook bridge and the creation of Village Square.  The mayor presented him with a Marianne Miles print of the Seneca River in Baldwinsville.

Trustees’ Comments

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail
Steve Darcangelo noted that the DPW is continually working on the trail.  He is planning on awarding a contract to a contractor that meets the Department of Transportation’s specifications. The revised bid opening for this contract is October 31st at 2:00 p.m.  The next step that he is proposing is to utilize the pile of rubble that has accumulated over the years for the sub base for the trail.  Darcangelo noted that the approximate cost of this job is $20,000.00.  The company would crush the material on site.  He believes that the total cost would be a savings compared to the cost of removal of these piles and a purchase of the material for the sub base. He has requested an extension from the Department of Transportation since the completion date is fast approaching.

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters,  B’ville Diner & Key Bank
Mayor Saraceni stated that the majority of issues have been wrapped up except where it relates to Key Bank.  He asked Steve Darcangelo to get an estimate from a surveyor for a survey of the right-of-way that is proposed to Marco Marzocchi at Widewaters.  The mayor also would like to get a survey on the property between Key Bank and the B’ville Diner.  The village is waiting to get the final approval from Key Bank to change the language on the right of way.  Attorney Dave Jones stated that the village has given and done everything that Key Bank has requested to wrap up their end.  Pretty much everything else is in place.

· Code Revisions
Dave Jones thanked the committee (Greg Humphrey, Mark Wilder, and Mike Shepard) for helping him with the tedious job of reviewing and commenting on the preliminary suggestions from General Code.  Dave will now put together for the board the committee’s comments for review.  A recommendation regarding seasonal/recreational vehicles will be given at the next village board meeting.
