After walking through the building he noticed that there had previously been work done without a permit to change the structural integrity of the house.   He feels that the building is not safe.  He has reached out to owner Sanford Taylor to secure the home but to no avail.  The house is currently set up as a 5 family home which is against zoning in that area.  Gregg’s opinion is to repair the structure to code as a single family home or remove this uninhabited building.  Since the owner made no attempt to secure the building, Gregg hired a company to go in and secure the property.  That fee will be assessed to the owner.  Gregg and Village Engineer Steve Darcangelo will inspect the property and report back to the board.  At that time, a resolution can be passed to proceed with 28A of the Village of Baldwinsville code.
