Citizen’s Comments

Presentation of Departmental Commendations to Officers James S. Cerankowski & Robert A. Thibault and a Police Administrator’s Special Recognition Award to Officer Robert Thibault.

Chief Mike Lefancheck presented Officer Robert Thibault with the Police Administrator’s Special Recognition Award for the investigatory ability that he has shown over the past year as he has solved a large number of burglary investigations.
Both Officers James S. Cerankowski and Robert A. Thibault received Departmental Commendations that are the second highest form of recognition within the department.  This honor was given to them for their exemplary actions at a structure fire at the Towne Square Apartments on March 26, 2012.  Both officers entered the burning structure and were able to get all of the tenants, mostly senior citizens, out of the buildings.  As a result of their quick actions this was not a fatal fire.





Trustees’ Comments

Trustee Presley requested two executive sessions be held; one for a contractual issue, the other regarding PBA negotiations.  He added Item I under new business – Discussion on Paper Mill Island Committee negotiations.
Trustee Clarke commended Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey for his assistance that he gave to the people in Long Island after the Hurricane Sandy devastation.  He and other members of  CEDAR (Code Enforcement Disaster Assistance Response) with FEMA went to various parts of Long Island to help assess damaged structures.
Trustee Stebbins reminded the residents when it is time to put your Christmas tree to the road please do not place it in a plastic bag.  Only the tree will be picked up and then will go through the chipping process.
Trustee Wilder requested an executive session be held regarding a personnel issue.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni spoke regarding the following:
· The annual Turkey Day Race will be run on a new course this year.
· The tree lighting will be on Saturday, December 1st while the “Shop Small” promotion will be held on Saturday, November 24th.
· He gave thanks to the police department for making the village residents safe.

Department Heads

Gregg Humphrey spoke of his trip to Fire Island assessing properties after Hurricane Sandy.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Village Engineer Steve Darcangelo noted that the DPW are continuing work on property that we are permitted to work on.  We are still struggling to get a permit from the DOT to proceed with the bridge installation.  Steve has asked for an extension of the award expiration date.

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters,  B’ville Diner & Key Bank

Mayor Saraceni stated that he and Steve met with Key Bank and learned that Key Bank is requesting that two vehicles be able to get out of the driveway before they will consider closing one of the curb cuts.    Plan A is to have a curb cut wide enough for two cars to get out of there.  Plan B is to allow an egress out of the curb cut closest to the tattoo parlor.  This exit would be for a right turn only.  The exit adjacent to the diner would permit cars to exit to the left.  Steve doesn’t believe it could be two lanes but possibly a flare out at the exit to accommodate two cars.
Steve will meet with EDR to do a conceptual layout of the two plans that are proposed.  Widewaters and the B’ville Diner have been made aware of the status of this venture.

· Code Revisions

Dave Jones noted that the codes revisions are on track and suggestions will be sent to General Code by the end of the year.  Then they will have six months to get the sample code back to us.  Jones suggested that this item come off pending business.

· Labor Crew Leader position description

Steve Darcangelo spoke about a letter that he had distributed to the board regarding the merging of the two foreman positions into one.  After a brief discussion it was decided that it would be logical to merge the Water/Sewer foreman and the Highway foreman into one position using the Civil Service non-competitive title of Labor Crew Leader.  Prior to the meeting it was discussed with the AFSCME (DPW union) and they agreed that it was a good idea.  The mayor asked Steve to put a motion regarding the new appointment, rate of pay, etc. on the agenda for the December 6th, village board meeting.

· Paper Mill Island
