Citizen’s Comments

Cristina Jardine approached the board on behalf of the Baldwinsville Greater Chamber of Commerce to ask the village to partner with them for their 6th annual Big Chill event to be held on January 25 – 26, 2013. As in the past the DPW is asked to assist the committee with various jobs.  A waiver of the banner fee of $100.00 and a waiver of the open container law was also requested.  The board decided not to grant the banner fee waiver since most banner requests are initiated by non-profit organizations and the installation and take down of the banner requires the rate of two DPW workers.

Resolved to approve the waiver of the open container law for the Chamber’s Big Chill event on Saturday, January 26, 2013, from noon – 5:00 p.m., contingent on the Police Chief’s review of that night’s security.

Baldwinsville Little League representative Jim Kocik asked about the possibility of fixing the other wire on Oswego Street for an additional banner to be hung.   Kocik had requested the use of the wire to advertise Little League registration only to find out that it was already reserved for the Big Chill annual event.  The mayor said that he will be in contact with the property owners about using their building to attach the new wire to.  In the meantime he suggested to Kocik that he utilize the village’s website and the Chamber of Commerce to get the word out about Little League registration.

Mayor’s Comments

The mayor welcomed a new restaurant to the village.  Suds Factory River Grill is located at 3 Syracuse Street.

Department Heads

Ruth Troy thanked the Rotary for sponsoring the annual holiday party for approximately 200 Canton Woods participants.  She informed the board that both of the Canton Woods Outreach workers have been working with the Rescue Mission to ensure that warm meals get to those in need.
Village Engineer Steve Darcangelo pointed out that the DPW has been replacing street signs throughout the village.  

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

 Steve Darcangelo spoke of the meeting with DOT in which he learned that there are still items that need to be done by the village to be assured that reimbursement will be given.  One such item that Steve is working on is to show that the village has acquired all the right of ways that are needed to build the trail.  If this is shown a twenty year (20) extension should be given.

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters,  B’ville Diner & Key Bank

Steve Darcangelo presented a site plan to Mike Leonardo, a real estate specialist for Key Bank, which would eliminate the existing curb cut at the current exit only and modify the exit adjacent to the diner to provide both a left turning lane and a right turning lane.  This site plan was satisfactory to Leonardo, but it would still require to be reviewed by other Key Bank representatives.  

· Code Revisions

Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey distributed revisions to the seasonal vehicles code for discussion to the board.

· Bid Award – Water Department Building Roofing Project

Resolved to award the bid for the Water Department Building Roofing Project to Diamond Roofing Co., Inc., at a cost not to exceed $24,000.00.

· Discussion – Highland Meadows Subdivision

Mayor Saraceni continued the work session discussion regarding the request from Highland Meadows Development, LLC. for the village to provide water to the Highland Meadows Subdivision.  A few points that were made:
· Would provide 107 new residences (south side of Mercer Street) with water
· Would be built in phases
· For the 1st phase, no pump station would be needed
· Future phases – pump station needed because of the marginal water pressure (developer agrees to contribute to the cost an amount equal to one-third of its total cost or $50,000.00, whichever is the lesser amount.
· No need to provide a fire pump because of good water flow
· Preliminary cost estimates to the village range from $110,000.00 to $190,000.00
· Developer wants to break ground this winter
· Village will investigate if more water resources are available in that area
