Swearing In of newly appointed Police Officer John W. Zayas 

Chief Mike Lefancheck said a few words about the newly appointed Police Officer John W. Zayas and Mayor Saraceni read him the oath of office. 

Trustees’ Comments

Trustee Presley requested that an executive session be held regarding contract negotiations.  
Trustee O’Donnell told of the many compliments that she has heard about the holiday decorations (snowflakes) that are hung throughout downtown.  She also spoke of the wonderful Tree Lighting event that was held in the new Village Square on Saturday evening.
Trustee Clarke stated that the Annual Turkey Trot on Thanksgiving morning was a success.  The outpouring of participants and cheering bystanders was excellent.  On a sad note, Clarke spoke of the fatal fire at Conifer Village.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni spoke regarding the following:
· Success of the Tree Lighting at Village Square: He thanked the village DPW, the Beautification Committee, Sarah Baker, the Town of Lysander, and the Greater Baldwinsville Chamber of Commerce for their involvement that helped make it a huge success.
· Fatal fire at Conifer Village:  He offered condolences to the family of the victim.  He complimented the Police and Fire departments for their quick response in containing the fire.  The officers first to arrive were able to alert and evacuate neighboring apartments.   
· Department Heads

Regarding the Conifer Village fire Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey noted that the firewall did its job by containing the fire to the one apartment.  Upgrades to the roof structure of the building will need to take place.
Canton Woods Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy commended  Outreach Worker Ellen Stevens in her efforts to help those involved in the fire.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck praised his officers for their bravery and heroism for entering the burning building.  By doing so they were able to evacuate residents of neighboring apartments and avoid another fatality.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Village Engineer Steve Darcangelo noted that he is still working with the Department of Transportation regarding the administration of the grant.  The DOT is having concerns with the submittals for reimbursement.  Senator Shumer is assisting the village in obtaining the approval for an extension through the fall of 2013.

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters,  B’ville Diner & Key Bank

Mayor Saraceni showed a diagram to the viewing audience of the proposed plan  that had been discussed in full at the last board meeting.   A few highlights are:  a reduction of a curb cut near the main entrance, a 10’ wide bypass lane around the drive-thru which would mean an easement onto village property, and snow storage on the green space in between Key Bank and the Village Square parking area.  This is the preferable option.
Trustee Wilder questioned the status of the purchase price for the portion of the village’s surplus property that the B’ville Diner will be purchasing.  The mayor stated the calculation will be based on the appraisal amount and the percentage that the Diner is interested in.  A meeting next week with Key Bank will hopefully finalize that portion of the deal.

· Code Revisions

The board discussed the code regarding Seasonal Vehicles and the resident feedback from the last meeting.  It was decided that the language for the new code should include that the Codes Officer has the ability/authority to use common sense to allow for minor discrepancies to the code.  A resident would need to come before the village board with any requests for major discrepancies.  The new language for the code for Seasonal Vehicles will be presented at the December 20th village board meeting.

New Business

· IMA (Industrial Medical Associates) 

Resolution #280/2012 Motion by Trustee Stebbins, second by Trustee Shepard    
Resolved to authorize the mayor to sign an agreement with IMA (Industrial Medical Associates) for random drug testing for the Department of Public Works’ employees for 2013.

Trustee Stebbins pointed out that this drug testing is also required for CDL (licensing).



· Appointment of Chuck McAuliffe as Labor Crew Leader

Resolution #281/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee O’Donnell  
Resolved to appoint Chuck McAuliffe to the position of Labor Crew Leader at an annual salary of $64,080.00, with an effective date of July 23, 2012.

Steve Darcangelo explained to the board that the pay will be retroactive to July 23, 2012 because McAuliffe has been carrying out the duties of this position for some time.

· Village Improvement Project Application – Onondaga County

Resolution #282/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee Wilder 
Resolved to authorize the mayor to sign the Village Improvement Project Application for Financial Assistance from Onondaga County for fiscal year 2013 in the amount of $688,429.88.

The mayor noted that this County program was started to replace the loss of sales tax revenue.  The loss totaled approximately 1.1 million dollars to the village.

· Bid Receipt – 108 Syracuse Street Demolition

Resolution #283/2012 Motion by Trustee Wilder, second by Trustee Shepard 
Resolved to receive the bids for the 108 Syracuse Street Demolition.  (See attached Bid tabulation Sheet)

· Bid Award – 108 Syracuse Street Demolition – Derby Construction

Resolution #284/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee Shepard
Resolved to award the bid for the 108 Syracuse Street Demolition to Derby Construction in the amount of $24,900.00, which includes an insurance rider at a cost of $2,500.00.

The cost of the demolition will be assessed to the property and levied onto the village taxes.  Once left unpaid by the owner it will be sent to the County for collection.  The County reimburses the village for all taxes sent to them for collection.  Derby Construction is aware that the demolition needs to proceed shortly in order for the cost to be levied on the property taxes for the 2013-2014 tax year. 

· 26 Mechanic Street – Unsafe Property

Resolution #285/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee Presley
Resolved to demand the removal of the structure on 26 Mechanic Street as it presents an unattractive nuisance and is a safety hazard to the village of Baldwinsville in accordance with Chapter 28A procedures concerning such properties.

It was the recommendation of Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey and Village Engineer Steve Darcangelo that the building be removed in its entirety.  An October 25th fire at this location has made the building illegal per Village and State codes.  Violation notices have been sent to the owner with no attempt from him to comply.  The village had secured the building twice billing the owner under Code Section 29A -13 Emergency Work.  An assessment has been done by the Village Engineer.  The owner has made it known that he does not intend to have the unsafe building removed.  The attorney will send him an affidavit to sign stating this.  Once signed the village will proceed with the demolition in accordance with Chapter 28A.

· Appointment of Andrea Pacelli – Deputy Court Clerk

Resolution #286/2012 Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee Stebbins 
Resolved to appoint Andrea Pacelli as Deputy Court Clerk at a pay rate of $11.66/hour with an effective date of December 3, 2012.
