Resolution #39/2012 Motion by Trustee O’Donnell, second by Trustee Wilder
Resolved that the minutes from the regular Village Board meeting of February 2, 2012, be approved.

Citizen’s Comments

There were none.

Trustees’ Comments

Trustee Stebbins commented that during the last couple of weeks while going door to door getting nomination signatures he has spoken with many receptive residents.  He learned of some concerns that residents have and hopefully was able to address them.  He reiterated to the viewing audience that the village board meetings are the first and third Thursday of each month and this is a good time for them to air their concerns.

Trustee Clarke complimented the police department on the investigation of the bomb threat at the high school.  Like Trustee Stebbins he too spoke to the residents asking them to contact him with any thoughts regarding the village and its various departments, including Canton Woods Senior Center.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni requested an executive session to discuss a possible property acquisition.  The mayor noted that he will be working with Erin Wisneski, editor of the Messenger, on future articles highlighting the village’s waterfront redevelopment and other various projects happening throughout the village.

Department Heads

Village Clerk Maureen Butler stated that calculations have been sent to the county for the printing of the village tax bills.  Tax bills should be arriving to the residents on March 1st.
Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy reminded senior citizens that there will be free tax preparation available on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 10am to 1pm by appointment.  She also noted that a St. Patrick’s Day dinner will be held on March 16th at Canton Woods with entertainment by the Baldwinsville Band.  Reservations are required.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck read a letter from the First Baptist Church board of trustees thanking the police department for all that they do for the community.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Village Engineer Tim Baker met with Plumley Engineering to look over the plans.  The plans are looking good and should be completed and reviewed by the next meeting.




· AT&T Proposed Modication

Mayor Saraceni and Attorney Dave Jones are continuing negotiations with AT&T regarding the easement request for Verizon for access to the cell tower.  A dollar amount has not been finalized.  The mayor and attorney would like to research it further to be certain that the village will receive the correct dollar amount that reflects the value of such an easement.

The motion to authorize the mayor to sign an easement to Verizon for access to the cell tower was tabled.

· Paper Mill Island Contract Revisions

Trustee Presley stated that the committee met again and further discussed the license revisions to rent Paper Mill Island.  Referring to it as a license instead of a contract allows the Village more freedom and control over the rental.  A new sound system to be purchased by the village was also discussed.  The committee is interested in seeing a demonstration on the recommended system.  The committee is also exploring new revenue sources.  
Mayor Saraceni questioned whether or not Alumni weekend will still be receiving an automatic waiver of rental fees.  Trustee Presley stated that there will be no rental fee waivers unless the organization comes before the board with justification for the waiver and only then if it is board approved.

· Code Book Revitalization

Village Attorney Dave Jones has asked General Codes for a copy of the original questionnaire sent to the village for the organizational analysis.  This is a work in progress.

· Unsafe Properties

Dave Jones spoke on behalf of the codes officer, Gregg Humphrey, regarding a memo sent by Humphrey regarding 72 Lock Street, 74 Lock Street, and 108 Syracuse Street.  Notices of order to repair or remove unsafe structures have been sent to these homeowners.  They now have thirty days to respond.  There is a possibility that only one property owner (74 Lock Street) is interested in repairing/rebuilding the structure himself.  This would require the homeowner to submit various plans in order to obtain permits from the State Office of General Services and the village codes office.  The other two may just allow the village to remove the structure.

· 2012 Community Development Five Year Plan

Resolution #40/2012 Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee Clarke
Resolved that the board authorize the mayor to adopt the 2012 Community Development Five Year Plan and to sign the project application.

Tim Baker noted the addition to the plan per the last board meeting – Demolition of blighted residential structures on NY State and village owned property.  With the public hearing and board approval completed the DPW will prepare the application for the available amount of $50,000.00.  This represents ¾ of the total project.  The application is due March 16, 2012.

New Business

· Banner Installation Fee

Resolution #41/2012 Motion by Trustee Wilder, second by Trustee Presley
Resolved for the village to charge $100.00 for the installation and takedown of banners on the Oswego Street wire.

The DPW committee recommended that the village begin charging groups for the installation and takedown of banners by the DPW.  This has been a free service but since the loss of sales tax revenues the village has been forced to review such services provided to the community.  This fee of $100.00 will cover the payroll of two DPW employees and the use of the bucket truck for a minimum of one half hour.  The village is just looking to cover the costs of this service.

· Application – Purchase of land 

Resolution #42/2012 Motion by Trustee Wilder, second by Trustee Clarke
Resolved to authorize the mayor to make application to the NYS Office of General Services for the purchase of land adjacent to village owned Lock Street properties.

· Levy 2012 -2013 – real property tax, water/sewer arrears, etc

Resolution #43/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee O’Donnell
Resolved to approve levying the real property tax for the year 2012 – 2013 with the tax rate for the Lysander and Van Buren portions of the village to be $7.09 per thousand which produces $2,236,157.00 with an additional in lieu of payment of $55,500.00.  Also, the levying of the water and sewer arrears in the amount of $96,965.81, the exemptions left unpaid from prior sales in the amount of $1,100.97, the unpaid miscellaneous charges in the amount of $1,565.58, the justice court fines of $250.00, and the sidewalk replacement project in the amount of $66,359.69.

Trustee Presley confirmed that the additional in lieu of payment of $55,500.00 is the amount from McHarrie Towne.
 
· NYCOM Accounting School – Village Treasurer

Resolution #44/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee O’Donnell
Resolved to authorize Anna Custer, Village Treasurer, to attend NYCOM’s governmental accounting classes to be held March 20-22, 2012 and April 24-26, 2012, for an amount not to exceed $265.00.

Trustee Wilder confirmed that this is a budgeted item.

· Waiver of Open Container Law – May 26, 2012

Resolved to approve a request for a waiver of the open container law for Dan Mastronardi’s Paper Mill Island event on Saturday, May 26, 2012, from 2:00 pm. to 11:00 pm.

This waiver must be given in order for the promoter to make application to the NYS Liquor Authority.  The promoter must still go through the new license process (which includes this waiver) in order for the rental to be approved. 




· Bids from Auction International, Inc.

Resolved to accept the bids from Auctions International, Inc. for sale of the following equipment:  1965 Austin-Western motor grader - $5,000.00; McClain 8-yard dump bed - $530.00; Reading stake rack - $460.00; Midwest stake rack - $517.60.

Tim Baker clarified that the equipment was sent to this auction house instead of going to the County auction.  The buyer pays an additional 10% with the extra going to the Auctions International, Inc.  The village has the right not to accept the bids submitted.
