The meeting was called to order by Mayor Saraceni and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Resolution #26/2012 Motion by Trustee Stebbins, second by Trustee O’Donnell
Resolved that the minutes from the regular Village Board meeting of January 19, 2012, be approved.

Citizen’s Comments

There were no comments. 

Trustees’ Comments

Trustee Shepard thanked the police department for offering the “ride along program”, a program that allows residents to ride along with a police officer during a shift.  Shepard went on one with Officer Thibault and stated that it was very impressive and eye opening.
Trustee Stebbins added item G. to the agenda under new business – discussion/possible action to approve survey work on Lock Street to verify village and state lands.
Trustee Clarke attended the Canton Woods Senior Center’s monthly board meeting and learned that the average daily attendance at the center is 108 people.  This number illustrates that the facility is offering a lot of service to many individuals.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni called three executive sessions for labor relation issues and one executive session for a possible property acquisition.  He also noted that he attended the Senior Center’s meeting and was pleased to hear all the good things that are happening there.  

Department Heads

Village Clerk Maureen Butler noted that the board had agreed to levy any outstanding sprinkler charges from businesses on the village taxes.  This pertained to two properties, one at 34 Oswego Street and the other at 45 Oswego Street.



Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy reminded the viewing audience that tax preparers will be at the center on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 10am to 1pm throughout tax season.  Another noteworthy event that will be held on February 13th at 10am is the question and answer session regarding Epic and Medicare Part D.  Onondaga County Office of the Aging and Youth will have a HII Cap counselor present to help with any questions.

Tim Baker, Village Engineer, presented the board with the 2012 Community Development five year plan request.  He noted that the grant amount maximum is $50,000.00 this year with a 25% match.  This equates to a total project cost of $66,666.00.  One project that is not listed that Baker would like the board to consider is the demolition of some blighted residential structures on NYS and village owned property.  After a brief discussion, the board agreed to add the demolition of blighted buildings to the Five year plan with 2016 as the proposed year of application.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Tim Baker stated that he has been working with the consultant providing him with the necessary documents regarding the bridge.  The inspection has been done and the report should be in hand by the next board meeting.

· AT&T Proposed Modification

Attorney Dave Jones commented that a counter offer has been presented by AT&T and that it is half of what the village has asked for.  The village offered rationale with their request and Jones recommended to AT&T that they do the same.  Progress is being made.

· Paper Mill Island Contract Revisions

Trustee Presley stated that the committee met and discussed the following topics:  lighting of the crosswalk, revision of the rental agreement, and sound levels of the performers.  Tim Baker stated that the DPW will be installing a light in front of the Red Mill Inn by May 1st.  He acquired a 40 foot pole for this lighting venture.  The committee’s recommendation is for this lighting to be included in the $1,000.00 rental rate.  This light will be a great addition to the lighting of the village on all evenings not only concert event nights.  A timer will be looked into for this LED fixture.
Police Chief Mike Lefancheck and Tim Baker met with the Clerk’s office to discuss re-writing the current Paper Mill Island agreement.  They hope to have a recommendation to the board at the next meeting and if that receives a favorable response the new agreement will be given to the attorney for review.  
The committee will have a recommendation for the village board regarding the sound system shortly.  They are looking into the village purchasing a sound system for the island.

· Code Book Organizational Analysis

Dave Jones noted that the sections that we are replacing and/or adding are finished and can be sent to General Codes.  The integration material will take a little longer.

· Unsafe Properties

Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey presented the board with a list of unsafe properties.  After a brief discussion, it was decided that he would issue orders to homeowners of 108 Syracuse Street and of 72 Lock Street telling them to remedy the unsafe situation by taking down these structures at their expense.



· Natural Gas Development in NY State

Trustee Wilder had passed out information at the last board meeting regarding natural gas development.  Wilder suggested that the village watch the status of a couple of court cases.  As a board of a village with a public water supply the board has a vested interest to protect our resources.  Trustee Wilder is available for any questions.  The mayor would like the DPW committee to consider evaluating plans in the future to look for other fresh water sources in the event some unforeseen disaster happens, for example if one of the village’s wells was to go dry.

New Business

· Establishment of Standard Work Days for Officials

Resolution #27/2012 Motion by Trustee Wilder, second by Trustee O’Donnell 
Resolved to establish the following as standard work days for elected and appointed officials per the record of activities maintained and submitted by these same officials.  
Mayor Joseph Saraceni	 - 5.25 days; Trustee Megan O’Donnell – 1.88 days; Trustee Richard Clarke – 2.05 days; Planning Board member Terrie King – 1.50 days; Planning Board member James Schanzanbach – 1.00 day; and Planning Board member Robert Scherfling - .62 days.
These will be the days reported to the New York State and Local Employees’ Retirement System each month for these officials.

These were for only those officials that are currently on the NYS Retirement plan.  These officials were asked to complete a three month calendar, beginning in August 2011, of hours worked pertaining to their position.  The clerk, using a calculation provided by NYS Retirement, determined how many days per month to report to NYS.  This pertained to active members only not those who have since retired.

· Property Acquisition at 313 Meadow Street  

Resolution #28/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee Wilder 
Resolved to  approve the property acquisition of 313 Meadow Street in the amount of $63,000.00 with total consideration not to exceed $63,500.00 after allocation adjustment for paid taxes.

This purchase will allow the village to do everything necessary to complete the South East trail.

· Acceptance of funds from GBEDA

Resolution #29/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee O’Donnell 
Resolved to accept a check in the amount of $3,837.05 from the Greater Baldwinsville Economic Development Agency.

This agency was key in the generous funding of the lighting along Marble Street and the downtown bridge.  The mayor will be recognizing the GBEDA at a future board meeting.  They have been responsible for numerous events, including the re-establishment of the Baldwinsville Oktoberfest.




· Dental and Vision Renewal Rates

Resolved to approve the renewal rates for the Excellus dental plan and the First Rehabiliation replacement plan for the Vision policy.

The mayor and village clerk met with Brown & Brown to learn about the renewal plans for the dental and vision policies.  The dental plan will remain the same at an increase of 3.5%.  The current vision plan is being discontinued and replaced with a better plan at rates of $3.66/month for individual and $10.69/month for family.
