Citizen’s Comments

Roger Dahlin, resident at 144 Festa Fairway, did a small presentation on the monarch butterfly.  He has acquired the appropriate plants to attract this almost extinct species.  Dahlin is interested in planting these at a village location developing a Butterfly Garden.  He was asked by the board to go to the next DPW committee meeting and discuss locations for this worthwhile venture.

Girl Scout Emily Ekross approached the Board regarding a project she would like to do.  The project is to remove the current mural and paint a new mural at the four corners.  Emily has already gotten the approval of the property owner and is looking for approval from the village.  The board was impressed with her presentation and told her that her next step would be to get guidance from Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey and approval from the Architectural Review Board.

Trustees’ Comments

Thoughts and prayers were offered by the village board to Police Chief Mike Lefancheck and his family for the loss of his wife.  

Trustee Clarke added item G. to the agenda – Implementation of a fee for non-members at Canton Woods Senior Center.  This topic was discussed at the Canton Woods Board meeting.  The board at Canton Woods would like feedback and approval from the village board.

Department Heads

Village Clerk Maureen Butler informed the board that the village tax bills for the 2012 -2013 fiscal year had been mailed out yesterday, February 29, 2012.  She also spoke of the upcoming village election that will be held on Tuesday, March 20th, from noon to 9:00 pm.  Voting will be for three (3) trustee positions.

Treasurer Anna Custer distributed a financial status report as of January 31, 2012.  She asked the board to give her a call with any questions.

Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey distributed an update on the unsafe properties of 108 Syracuse Street, 72 Lock Street, 74 Lock Street, and 104 Oswego Street.  The update is attached to the minutes.

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy informed the viewers that on Tuesday, March 13th, a smart phone instruction seminar will be held and on Tuesday, March 20th, a seminar on “Seniors in Transition” will be held at the Center.  Troy gave kudos to the DPW for the paint job they performed at the Center.  

Lieutenant Tom LeRoy, on behalf of the Police department, expressed condolences to the Lefancheck family.  LeRoy thanked the DPW for their efficient task of painting the police department.

New Business

· Resignation – Judeth Laurange

Resolution #52/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee O’Donnell 
Resolved to accept the resignation with regret of Judeth Laurange from the position of Outreach worker and Baldwinsville Express transportation coordinator for Canton Woods Senior Center, effective March 1, 2012.

· CNY Winds – waiver of rental fees

Resolution #53/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee Stebbins
Resolved to approve the request from CNY Winds to waive the Paper Mill Island rental fees for a free concert to be held on Tuesday, May 29, 2012.

Mayor Saraceni expressed his excitement that this premier wind ensemble is interested in performing on Paper Mill Island.  Saraceni noted that this group is made up of music teachers throughout upstate New York.  The concert will be free but donations will be appreciated.

· Banner Fee Waiver – American Cancer Society

The village received a request from the American Cancer Society for a waiver of the banner fee for their June Relay For Life event.  The banner will be hung from May 25, 2012 – June 18, 2012.  After a brief discussion, the board did not approve this waiver.  It was agreed that the fees are imposed so the burden of the installation of these banners is not put on to the village residents. Most banners put up on the wire are for non-profits.  Therefore, the board cannot waive this fee.   A suggestion was made for any non-profit organization to find a sponsor to pay for this expense.  It was also noted that the DOT requests that a sponsor’s name not be listed on the banner itself.

· Rental of Snack Bar at Mercer Park

Claudette Roller requested to rent the snack bar at Mercer Park for the 2012 summer season.  She has researched the insurance and health requirements necessary for such a venture.  Roller has been in discussions with Village Engineer Tim Baker and the mayor and both think this would be an asset to the village.  The National Grid bills were researched for Mercer Park and they range from $30.00 - $50.00 per month.  The mayor asked Dave Jones to research the requirements of the village and of the renter.  This topic will be kept on the agenda.  

· Support Services Alliance, Inc. 2012 Agreement

Resolution #54/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee Shepard
Resolved to authorize the mayor to sign the annual Support Services Alliance, Inc. (SSA) agreement to offer flexible spending accounts and limited use flexible spending accounts (for those who have the HSA plan) to village employees.

· Joint Meeting with Van Buren – Village Annexations

Resolution #55/2012 Motion by Trustee Wilder, second by Trustee O’Donnell
Resolved to establish a joint meeting at the Van Buren Town Hall between the Village Board of Trustees and the Van Buren Councilmen on April 3, 2012, at 7:35 pm. for a public hearing on village annexations.

Mayor Saraceni read the resolution scheduling a joint public hearing which was adopted with a vote of 6 to 0.  This proposed annexation for properties along Meigs Road would add four lots to the village and has been initiated by the property owners.  A public notice must be published in the Messenger by the village and by the Town of Van Buren once the resolution has been approved by each board.  The required findings and facts will be formalized by the second meeting in April as long as the annexations are approved.

 

· Implementation of fee for non-residents at Canton Woods Senior Center

Both the towns of Lysander and Van Buren fund the Canton Woods Senior Center.  Most Canton Woods participants do not live in either municipality.  Therefore, the Canton Woods board would like to charge a fee for non-residents of the towns of Lysander and Van Buren for use of the facility.  The board would like the support of both towns and the village to implement a non-resident fee of $25.00 per year.  Trustee Stebbins would like to know exactly where this proposed user fee for non-residents would go in the operating budget.  This discussion/possible action will be tabled until the next board meeting.

The Canton Woods board is also considering investing in an ID badge software for the safety of the members.
