Trustees’ Comments

Trustee Clarke mentioned that this week is National Volunteer week and Meals On Wheels celebrated with a dinner honoring their volunteers.

Trustee Wilder requested an executive session be held regarding a personnel issue.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni welcomed Boy Scout Troop #114 that attended the meeting with parents and Troop leaders Ruth Ann Fulton and Chris Atkinson.   The scouts came in hopes of fulfilling their communications badge requirements.
The mayor relayed that he saw a press release that Bela Fleck will be the performer at the 3rd annual Alumni weekend which is held the first full weekend in August. 
Having previously proclaimed April 27, 2012 as Arbor Day, Saraceni proceeded to read the proclamation stating that the ceremony will be held at 18 Shriver Drive.

Department Heads

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy noted that there will be a volunteer recognition luncheon on April 26 at Canton Woods Senior Center to acknowledge those that have volunteered at the Center throughout the year.

Police Chief Mike Lefancheck shared that Officer Bob Thibault will be a recipient of an award from the Central New York Association of Chiefs of Police at their upcoming meeting.  The village recently presented him with a Police Administrator’s Special Award.
Lefancheck stated that the 5K course for the Turkey Day Trot will change for 2012.   It will begin and end at Baker High School encompassing various village streets.

Village Engineer Tim Baker reiterated that the Arbor Day ceremony will be held at 18 Shriver Drive at 9:30 am. on the 27th of April.  Arborist John Graham from DEC will be presenting the village with a flag for our 26 years of being a Tree City, USA.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Village Engineer Tim Baker is in the process of getting the bid documents ready for distribution to interested contractors.  The bid date is May 16, 2012.

· AT&T Proposed Modification

At this time there is nothing to report. Bottom line is that the request was made by AT&T, the village has responded, and now the “ball” is in their court.

· Paper Mill Island Contract Revisions

The Paper Mill Island committee met this evening and Trustee Presley reported that the following items were discussed:  the lighting at the crosswalk will be installed by May 26 (the first concert) per Tim Baker; the committee is addressing the Red Mill Inn issues; a sound system demonstration will be held under a live situation; and the rental contract is in draft form and has been reviewed by Attorney Dave Jones.  Copies of the revised draft were distributed to the village board for their review and for their possible acceptance at the next board meeting on May 3rd.

· Mercer Park Snack Bar

Mayor Saraceni stated that he had a discussion with Claudette Roller regarding her interest in running the snack bar at Mercer Park.  The main concern for all involved is the conflict with the use of the snack bar the Saturday of Seneca River Days.  Roller will contact the Rotary Club and let us know if a compromise can be made.  Trustee Stebbins noted that members of the Rotary are interested in coming to a meeting to be available for questions regarding their worthy event.
Tim Baker stated that there will be a portion of funds available from the $15,000.00 Community Development grant for Mercer Park that can be used for upgrades to the snack bar.  These upgrades include a new 3 bay sink, a hand wash sink, a wall with a door to sub divide the room, and a concrete slab.

· Annexation – Negative Declaration

The mayor explained the annexation process to the audience noting that tonight will be the end of the process approving the annexation of these Meigs Road properties into the village.  

Village Engineer Tim Baker discussed the Short Environmental Assessment form, SEQR, stating that this annexation would not have a negative impact on the water, air, or any other quality of life issues.

FINDINGS, RESOLUTIONS AND ORDER OF THE
VILLAGE OF BALDWINSVILLE PURSUANT TO
ARTICLE 17 OF THE NEW YORK STATE
GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW

	The three petitions (the “Petition”) having been filed by Pooler Realty, LLC, Thomas and Pia Scott, and Sorrell Hill, LLC for the annexation of certain property in the Town of Van Buren to the Village of Baldwinsville, and a joint public hearing of the governing Boards of the Town of Van Buren and the Village of Baldwinsville having been held on April 3, 2012  in accordance with Section 705 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Baldwinsville hereby makes the following findings and thereupon adopts the following resolutions and order based upon such findings, all in accordance with Section 711 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York:
FINDINGS
		1.	The Petition of Pooler Realty, LLC, Thomas and Pia Scott, and Sorrell Hill, LLC (hereinafter the “Petitioner”) dated April 19, 2007 for the annexation of Town of Van Buren Tax Parcel Numbers 33.01.-05-14.0, a portion of 33.01-05-13.1, and a portion of 33.01-15.1 (the “Petition”) was filed in the offices of the Village Clerk of the Village of Baldwinsville being perfected and finalized on March 5, 2012.  A copy of the Petition is attached hereto as Exhibit A.
		2.	Pursuant to the provisions of Section 704 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York (hereinafter the “General Municipal Law”), the Village of Baldwinsville (hereinafter the “Village”) caused notice of the required joint public hearing on the Petition to be published in the Baldwinsville Messenger, the official newspaper of the Village, on March 14, 2012.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 704 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York, the Town of Van Buren (hereinafter the “Town”) caused notice of the required joint public hearing on the Petition to be published in the Baldwinsville Messenger, the official newspaper of the Town, on May 14, 2012.
		4.	On March 9, 2012, the Village caused a copy of the notice of joint public hearing to be mailed to the Petitioner (the Petitioner allegedly being the sole owner of property within the territory proposed to be annexed).
		5.	The joint public hearing of the Village and Town, as the two governing boards of the involved municipalities, was held at the Van Buren Town Hall on April 3, 2012 in accordance with the notices as published and mailed.
		6.	In attendance at the joint hearing were (i) the Mayor and the six Trustees of the Village, the attorney for the Village, and the Village Clerk; and (ii) the Town Supervisor and the five councilmen of the Town Board, the attorney for the Town, and the Town Clerk.
		7.	Claude Sykes, the Supervisor of the Town, presided at the hearing by agreement of the members of the participating Boards.
		8.	No one spoke against the proposal. One Van Buren resident spoke in favor of the annexation.  She stated that it had been a long time coming beginning when she had been on the Town of Van Buren Planning board. A representative from Pooler Realty LLC., conveyed his appreciation to the two boards for allowing this annexation into the village to take place. Elected officials of both the Village and Town offered comment as well. Minutes from the public hearing are attached hereto as Exhibit B.
		9.	The attorney for the Village confirmed at the outset of the joint public hearing that (i) the required notices of public hearing for the Village had been published in a timely fashion as indicated above, (ii) the hearing was being held within the time period required, and (iii) the Village Clerk had certified in writing that the mailing of notices to the Petitioner had been accomplished as required.  The attorney for the Town similarly confirmed the Town’s procedural compliance as to the holding of the public hearing and the notice and mailing requirements therefor.
		10.	The attorney for the Village has advised the Village Board of Trustees as to his review of the Petition and his determination that the Petition appears to be compliant with the spirit and substance of Section 703 of the General Municipal Law.  Accordingly, the Village hereby determines that the Petition substantially complies in form and content with the provisions of Article 17 of the General Municipal Law, and specifically finds that:
			(i)	The Petition appears to have been properly signed as provided by Section 703 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York, that being only the Petitioner, the sole owner of all property within the territory, who are thereby fully qualified as the signatories of the Petition;
			(ii)	The Petition has attached thereto the required certificate of the assessor responsible for the preparation of the assessment roll certifying the foregoing; and 
(iii)	The signatures on the Petition appear to have been properly authenticated as required.

The Village Board of Trustees, in performing the lead agency function for the environmental review of this action, and in accordance with Article 8 of the New York State Environmental Conservation Law - the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQR”), made a negative determination of environmental significance (“Negative Declaration”) in accordance with SEQR for the proposed annexation, and determined that an Environmental Impact Statement was not required.  A copy of the Village Board of Trustees’ resolution adopting its Negative Declaration is attached hereto as Exhibit C.
		12.	To the extent applicable if any to the Village, as the municipal entity in which the subject property (currently a part of the Town) is proposed to be annexed, the Village acknowledges that it will be bound by (i) the provisions of subdivision 1 of Section 707 of the General Municipal Law as to the disposition of real and personal property, if any, owned by the Town, and (ii) the provisions of subdivision 1 of Section 708 of the General Municipal Law as to the assumption by the Village of its apportioned share of indebtedness and/or contract or other liabilities, if any, for which the Town is liable. To the best of the Village’s knowledge, no agreements have been entered into by and between the Village and the Town related to the foregoing matters.
		13.	The Village Board of Trustees hereby makes the findings and determination in accordance with Section 711 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York that the proposed annexation shall allow for a connection to Village Water Service, allow for installation of sidewalks in the future to improve safety, walkability and access to the Village business district, public safety considerations can be enhanced by the addition of police protection provided by the Village Police Department which would otherwise not be available, and provide the opportunity for the residents in the annexed parcels to have greater representation on the local level by now being able to participate in Village elections. As such, Annexation is in the overall public interest.
RESOLUTIONS
	NOW, THEREFORE, based upon all of the foregoing findings, it is hereby:
	RESOLVED, that Petitioners’ Petition substantially complies in form and content with Article 17 of the General Municipal Law; and it is further
	RESOLVED, that the proposed annexation described in said Petition is hereby deemed to be in the overall public interest; and it is further
	RESOLVED, that the proposed annexation as described in said Petition is hereby approved by the Village Board of Trustees.
ORDER
	HEREBY ORDERED, that copies of the foregoing findings, resolutions and determinations set forth therein, all of which are hereby incorporated by reference into this Order, together with the Petition, notice of public hearing, written objections, if any, and testimony and minutes of proceedings taken and kept on the hearing, be filed in the offices of the clerks of the Village and Town as the affected local governments.

· Pomeroy Appraisal Associates, Inc.

· Mercer Park Improvements Project

Resolved to authorize the mayor to sign the contract with Onondaga Community Development providing for $15,000.00 in funding for the Mercer Park Improvements Project.

It was reiterated that the entire $15,000.00 in funding will not be used strictly for the snack bar upgrades.  This funding is for improvements for all of Mercer Park.  Trustee Wilder and Tim Baker stated that this is a matching grant at a minimum of 25%.

· Temporary Hire of MEO 1

Resolved to appoint John Monette as a temporary MEO 1 employee for the Village of Baldwinsville DPW at a pay rate of $19.19/hour, effective Monday, April 23, 2012.

Tim Baker explained that a current DPW employee is out on a medical issue for an extended period of time and per the AFSCME Union a temporary can be hired for up to 130 days.  No pre-employment testing is required for this position.  Monette has his CDL already and will be put into the drug testing pool with the current DPW employees.

· Waiver of Open Container Law – 6/4/2012

Resolved to approve Mike Chemotti’s request for an extension of hours for his Monday, June 4, 2012, 93Q Island Jam event on Paper Mill Island, until 10:30 pm., and also his request for a waiver of the open container law for his Monday, June 4, 2012, 93Q Island Jam event on Paper Mill Island, from 4:00 to 10:30 pm.
