Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni informed the audience that a rally will be held on Tuesday, April 10, 2012, at Town Center Plaza (intersection of Rt 48 and Smokey Hollow Road) at 6:00 pm. in support of this site being chosen for the YMCA.  Two other sites are also being looked at, Timber Banks, and  Drake’s Landing.  The YMCA board will vote on the site Thursday, April 12, 2012.  

Trustees’ Comments

Trustee O’Donnell stated that the Man and Women of the Year banquet will be held at the Red Mill Inn on Saturday, April 21, 2012. Tickets may be purchased through the sponsor of this worthy event, the Volunteer Center.

Trustee Stebbins commended the emergency units that responded to the Town Square apartments’ fire.  

Trustee Clarke noted that he and Trustee O’Donnell attended a dinner at Canton Woods Senior Center to hear the results of a survey that was given to participants of the Senior Center by the Community Health Foundation and the Gifford Foundation regarding “needs assessment”.  The biggest issue for concern was transportation.  Having done this survey, the Senior Center can now pursue a $15,000.00 grant.
Trustee Clarke also requested that an executive session take place regarding a personnel issue.

Trustee Wilder also requested an executive session be held regarding another personnel issue.

Department Heads

Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey spoke regarding a couple of ongoing codes issues.
· A temporary fence was put around the collapsed garage at 104 Oswego Street.  The owner of this hazard will be taking the structure down this weekend. 
· The 28A process as stated in the code of the Village of Baldwinsville is recommended by him for Tri County Mall, 197 Downer Street, due to the continuing unsafe conditions.

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy reminded the viewers that the Onondaga County Office of the Aging will be holding a Q &A seminar about Epic/Medicare at the Center on Monday, April 9, 2012.

Lt. Tom LeRoy commended Officers Cerankowski and Thibault for their quick response to the Town Square Apartments’ fire.  Being first on the scene they both entered the fire engulfed building evacuating 8 tenants.
Mayor Saraceni noted that he would like to see the department’s officers attend any fire training opportunities offered.
 
Village Engineer Tim Baker reminded all that brush pick up has begun throughout the village and that the village does offer a “Park-A-Truck” for those with an overabundance of brush.  He also reiterated that the brush should not be left in the street.

Trustee Presley stated that the contract revisions should be completed by the next meeting.  Completed revisions are being reviewed by Attorney Dave Jones.  
Tim Baker spoke of the sound system demonstration that was presented at Paper Mill Island.  Some of those present for the demo were promoters Mike Chemotti and Dan Mastronardi, Trustees Presley and Wilder, Police Chief Mike Lefancheck, and Mayor Saraceni.  Mayor Saraceni would like to have another demonstration with the system hung from the amphitheater for a more accurate range of sound.  Bottom line is that the system needs to be size appropriate for Paper Mill Island.
