Citizen’s Comments

Jacki Coe and Wil Murtaugh were in the audience representing AIDS Community Resources.  They had two requests, to add a plaque to the “Pride of Baldwinsville Sign” and to have the village lights over the dam changed to ‘red’ in honor of the 20th year of the AIDS Walk/Run at Beaver Lake Nature Center, June 3, 2012.  She gave a brief history and mission statement of the organization and explained how big the community event has gotten.    
The Mayor thanked her for coming and then Tim Baker spoke for the DPW, to say that they don’t see a problem with changing the lights by the end of the month.  

Trustees’ Comments

Trustee Clarke mentioned that at the board meeting at Canton Woods that day the ‘user fee’ guidelines had been discussed and are coming along.  They are also working on the requirements needed for the building to be able to be used by ‘outside groups’ in order to generate revenue for the center.    He wants to encourage all seniors who have not been to the center to go and see all that they have to offer.

Trustee Presley requested that an executive session be held regarding a contractual issue.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni had several things for the board:
	-he recently had been a part of opening day of little league baseball with the two town supervisors, John Salisbury and Claude Sykes.  It was very enjoyable and he wanted to thank the Reeves family for such a premier facility.  
	-he had a great opportunity to honor JC Merritt at his retirement from the Police department recently, by saying a few words at the party held for him.  Having grown up in the village, he was able to honor JC in several ways, speaking as the current mayor, a village resident and father.  
	-he attended the tree dedication ceremony that had been held at the new Village Square where a red cardinal crabapple tree was planted in Emily Triggs’ honor.  He noted some information on this courageous woman who was such an important part of the Women’s Garden Club that she founded 30 years ago.  She saw the power of what flowers and plantings could do for people and how beautiful the village could be.
	-and the last thing he read was a proclamation honoring Research & Marketing Strategies, “RMS”, a business that is celebrating 10 years on May 5, 2012.  He is proud to have them in business in Baldwinsville.  Congratulations to Mark Dengler and RMS on their 10 year anniversary and he proclaimed May 5, 2012, as “RMS Day”.    

Department Heads

Anna Custer, village treasurer, noted that she had just completed the advanced course in municipal accounting.  She is working hard to close out fiscal year 2011-2012 and is thankful for the opportunity to have attended the class.  The Mayor told her to let him know if any other classes are needed.  

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy let the board know the following:  
-that at a dinner held on April 21, 2012, the Senior Activity Group President, Ed Barlow, was named ‘Baldwinsville Volunteer Center Man of the Year for 2011’.
-that May is Older Americans Month, the theme is ‘Never too Old to Play’.  
-due to the fact that May is Older Americans Month, Canton Woods is holding a Health and Wellness Event at the center on Thursday, May 17th from 3p.m. to 5p.m.  
-and the last thing she wanted to mention was a ‘thank you’ to the Baldwinsville Rotary Club, for donating the proceeds of their 50/50 Raffle from the Rotary Club Spaghetti dinner held Wednesday, May 2nd.  

The Mayor thanked Ruth for mentioning the Man and Woman of the Year and he congratulated and spoke highly of Ed Barlow and Sarah Baker.  

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Village Engineer Tim Baker stated that he found a few oversights that were made in the process of getting the bid documents ready for distribution. The first is item “D” in new business, the SEQR, which had been done for the bridge but not for the whole trail.  He hopes that the board will move that right along.  The second item is that all nationwide Army Corps permits expired as of March 19, 2012. When he contacted the Corps, he was told that a ‘letter of consistency’ was being sent to show that the nationwide permit (#14) did not change and it is good for the project.   The last thing is that they have to use the specifications for bid documents from the DOT exclusively.  
The original bid date will have to be changed as they require 3 weeks instead of the normal 10 days of advertising for the bid date.  

· AT&T Proposed Modification

There was nothing to report.

· Paper Mill Island Contract Revisions

Trustee Presley reported that they have a final form of the license application in front of each board member and it will be used as of May 4, 2012.  He also noted that Tim Baker is resolving the issue of the lighting on the crosswalk, and all should be in place at the end of May for the first event May 26, 2012.  They are also trying for another demo of a different sound system.  At this time they feel that the PMI issue can be removed from the agenda, until it is necessary in the future to be put back on, as they’ve accomplished what needed to be done at this time and the other few items will be resolved quickly.  Trustee Presley did say that the 2012 rate structure will be evaluated at the end of the season and a new 2013 rate will be proposed if necessary.  

· Mercer Park Snack Bar

Mayor Saraceni stated that he had a follow up discussion with Claudette Roller regarding her interest in running the snack bar at Mercer Park and it will not be happening this summer.  It will only be in use by the Rotary Club at Seneca River Days for that one weekend.  It was noted that the village will need to plan for this sooner this fall in order for this to happen for the summer of 2013.   

New Business

· 2012 Canton Woods Senior Center Agreement.

Resolution #125/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee O’Donnell 
Resolved to adopt the 2012 Canton Woods Senior Center Agreement between the Town of Van Buren, the Town of Lysander and the Village of Baldwinsville.  

There was a brief discussion about the use of the word ‘exclusively’ on the first page of the document.  The two towns want to see the building used more often and the intent was to have the word removed from that paragraph on the document so that the building may possibly be used by ‘outside’ groups when the center is not open for normal business hours.  There is also an issue about the ‘age’ of the seniors that are allowed to use the center.  The steps to change this document were discussed and it may require a change to the by-laws of the center and then a change to the agreement in that order.  This will be looked into.
