The meeting was called to order by Mayor Saraceni and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Citizen’s Comments
There were none.

Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Shepard thanked the DPW for the great job that they do.  Trustee Stebbins reminded residents that the summer pick up schedule is in place and not to put debris in the street.  
Trustee Clarke spoke of the passing of Bob Stockdale and he’d like condolences to go out to Bob’s family.   He noted that he was such a legend in the village.  He noticed that work has been started to rebuild the burned out portion of the Town Square Apartments.  He also asked to add an executive session for employee relations to the agenda.  

Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni had several things for the board:
-he attended the school board meeting where the board unanimously voted to approve the 485b mixed use property tax exemption. (This has now been passed by the village, both towns, the school district and Onondaga County) He explained that this exemption will allow a business like Pizza Man, for example, with a street level operation, to make improvements of at least $10,000.00 to the floors above it that are not currently being used, and allow the owner to get a 100% property tax exemption on that improvement spent for 8 years and then the exemption would decrease by 20% over the next 4 years after that, amounting to a 12 year deal total.  This encourages mixed use as part of the smart growth principles that the county is encouraging in order to make use of existing infrastructure in our villages.  He showed a drawing of ‘The East Genesee Street In-Fill Concept’ and how it could look along that street at some point if this exemption is used to make such improvements.
-he is excited to announce that the Budweiser Clydesdales are coming to Baldwinsville, more details are coming, but they are expecting them from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. on July 13, 2012.  He noted that it has been about 30 years since they’ve been here and this is very big news.
-he also wanted to express his sadness at the passing of Bob Stockdale.  He will be greatly missed in Baldwinsville.  Bob was a WW II veteran who was the voice of reason on so many committees and one who always had plenty of time for this community.   
-he wanted to add an executive session regarding labor relations to the agenda.

Department Heads
Anna Custer handed out a spreadsheet showing an analysis of income and expenses for Canton Woods Senior Center.  Ruth was in agreement with the figures that show them under budget.  If anyone has any questions, they should feel free to talk with Anna.  Board members liked seeing this and thanked Anna and John Salisbury for the analysis.  

The deputy clerk mentioned that the office is getting questions about whether or not the boat launch will be available in Mercer Park anytime soon.  There was some discussion about the repair costs and that estimates were very high to repair the ramp as it is so deteriorated.  The budget for this year did not have a large amount listed for a major repair.  The mayor feels that village residents are not the chief users of the ramp and doesn’t feel that the village taxpayers alone should have to pay to fix it. It was noted that there are no fees charged to launch boats there.  The engineer is trying to be creative to find a way to make even a temporary repair or to find a way to help with the costs.  The mayor suggested people voice their displeasure to the county executive’s office.  The lost sales tax revenue has certainly hurt the village when it comes to repairs for larger jobs.  (Community Park still has a free boat launch available. )

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy expressed her condolences to Mrs. Stockdale.  She also let the board know that she was awarded a grant that specifically helps the isolated elderly population in Baldwinsville.  It is aimed at helping and improving access to transportation and it will target the Radisson and O’Brien Road areas of Baldwinsville to begin with.   

The Police Chief noted that on Thursday, August 2, 2012, loud equipment and guns will be used by the NYS Wildlife Management Association for a seminar at the clubhouse in Community Park for about 15 to 20 minutes in a demonstration for scaring off nuisance wildlife like crows, etc.  This has been done there in the past. 
Also, he noted that last Saturday Officer Zeppetello located and apprehended a criminal out in the area by the DPW facility.   The mayor said he had heard from state police that the village police department help on that was much appreciated.  

Chuck McAuliffe was at the meeting for Tim Baker.  He noted many jobs that had been being worked on including:  
-the parts are in for Doan Well #2 pump that has been down for a while and repairs should begin soon.  
-Paving and patching work was done on Downer Street, East Oneida Street and over at the bridge on Paper Mill Island to fix and smooth out certain trouble areas.  
-the grassy areas around where the poles will go up on Marble Street  have been cleaned up , backfilled and smoothed out.
-the bathrooms at Community Park are just about done and only need electricity.
-the main sidewalk and dumpster area at Village Square is done.
-they have started to trim back the bushes and trees where necessary on Syracuse Street and will continue on around the village on the street areas that need it.
-maintenance and trim work has been done on and along the Southwest and Sergei Yevich Trails.  There had been a problem with drainage in the past and they needed to make the walkway smoother in some parts.  
-the village’s new mower was delivered and it is an upgrade to the one originally ordered.  The one originally ordered had been discontinued, but they honored the price and the village got a better model.
-Chuck asked that if any special needs come up for the Clydesdales when they come in July to just let the DPW know.

Trustee Presley asked Chuck about the light pole that needs to be installed at the crosswalk to Paper Mill Island.  There was discussion that the pole infrastructure is in, but that the pole needs to be put up.  There is also still a problem with connecting electricity.  They need an assessment of the job to be done to see where it’s best to connect from.  


Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail
Chuck noted that the permit is coming and that a lot of work needs to be done to get this started.  

· AT&T Proposed Modification
Dave Jones explained that they are almost finished with this.  The past due money should be in by the next meeting and the mayor will get together with him to work on the increase in the future monthly amounts.  This was a discussion-no action taken.

· Discussion of the amended description of the East Genesee Street Business Overlay District 
Dave Jones showed the map with the other proposed area drawn onto it that is adjacent to the overlay district.  He had suggested that rather than doing a new document and local law, it would be easier to change the boundaries of the district that has already been approved.  But after seeing the map and having more discussion about the two areas, it was decided to possibly keep it as 2 separate districts (with their own designations) and that would give the board flexibility to change one district or the other in the future if necessary.  This was a discussion-no action taken.

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters, B’ville Diner & Key Bank
The mayor noted that Jim Orlando and the village have signed the letter, Key Bank is in the reviewing process and that there is some resistance from Widewaters, who wants the village to provide other things.  If Widewaters decides not to participate, the letter will still be ok, as the majority of the changes are on the other 3 properties.  After a short description of what is happening, Dave said that when Key Bank  signs he can go forward.  Right now the village will move forward with the sidewalk that is needed.  This was a discussion -no action taken.

· Code Revisions  
Dave noted that the deadline on this document is in December but that the village should try to aim for Labor Day as the deadline for being done with their part.  He will mark the significant and smaller changes especially the important ones that are unique to the village and then these changes will be discussed over the next few months.  He was glad to feel that the end is in sight.
