Trustees’ Comments
Trustee O’Donnell stated that she will miss the meeting on June 21, 2012. 
Trustee Clarke mentioned that the state has signed off on the historical parking lot issue at Canton Woods.  Hopefully they will be able to start work on it soon.    He continues to be out walking in the village and wants to encourage all village residents who might have bushes or trees close to their sidewalks, to keep them cut back if they are too close.

Trustee Wilder congratulated the Section 3 Class AA champion Baker High School baseball team from Baldwinsville.  Their record setting season, with a 20-3 record so far, has been great.  They are playing in the New York State Semifinal game vs Victor on Saturday, at 1 p.m., in Binghamton and they can use all of Baldwinsville’s support!

Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni had several things for the board:
	-he attended the county planning board conference today and he looks forward to working with the county to continue to look to develop with ‘smart growth’ mentality, which means to develop in areas that already have existing infrastructure.  
	-he needs to add an item ‘K’ to the agenda.  It is a letter of understanding between four parties pertaining to the improvement of property and traffic flow along East Genesee Street.    
	-he also wanted to congratulate the baseball team and Coach Penafeather.  They are a team to be excited for and proud of.  He thanked the police department for their escort of the team bus as they came into the village.  	
-he recently spoke to the residents at McHarrie Towne and let them know of what is happening in and around the village.  They had a concern over a loose dog, but that has been brought to the dog warden’s attention.  
-and last was that he’d like to add to the agenda an executive session (item ‘L’ ) regarding a labor relations issue.  

Department Heads
The deputy clerk noted an error in the ‘start’ times for events listed in item ‘D’  and item ‘ I’ under New Business.  

The Police Chief noted that Officer Bob Thibault was the recipient of an annual recognition award given annually to the Baldwinsville Police at the Elks Club.

Pending Business
· South Shore East Trail
Trustee Stebbins noted that although Tim Baker is absent, he’d sent a memo to the trustees stating that:  
- the Army Corps of Engineers will be reviewing our request to update the permit and that an answer should be in by the end of the week.  
- Steve Darcangelo is working on the engineering report for Crooked Brook Bridge that NYS DOT needed.  The majority of the work for this report has been completed and he is compiling the balance of the documentation and completing the report.  He anticipates submitting the report the week of June 11, 2012.  
-he has been working on specifications for the building of the trail this past week in order to complete the bid document.  

· AT&T Proposed Modification
Dave Jones and the Mayor explained that there are several issues, one being past funds that are due and the other being consideration of a monthly amount to be paid for an easement for fiber line.  It would probably be meaning a large upfront amount of money that will be paid to the village and an increase to the monthly amount that will be coming in as well.  He will send a reminder letter of these issues and try to have something ready for the board to consider and hopefully vote on at the next meeting.

There was a discussion that started with resident Jenn Sullivan, from the alumni association, and then also the Mayor and trustees.  The Mayor explained how the alumni weekend was started and why, then Jenn explained how the association is currently operating, why they have no money to offer the village for rental, how the village has raised the rental fee on the application during this past year, why the village has raised the rental fee, and why the alumni association feel they do not want to have to pay rental fees.  During the roll call vote, each trustee further explained how they feel about waiving the fees and that they do hope for a successful alumni weekend, regardless of their vote.

· Discussion/possible action regarding the amended description of the East Genesee Street Business Overlay District which was approved for recommendation to the village board of trustees at the Planning Board Meeting on May 22, 2012.  

Dave Jones spoke that there is other property in the village that needs to be included in the overlay district and rather than doing a new document and local law, it is easier to change the boundaries of the district that has already been approved.  The planning board wanted to get this put back on to future agendas under ‘pending business’.  Carl Pelcher was present and spoke to the board members and explained what they would like the action to eventually be.   The board will be able to see a map of the proposed area at the next board meeting.  Dave didn’t know that Tim would be away tonight, and he wanted to thank both Tim Baker and Louise Corrigan for their work on the description that was done.

· Discussion/possible action regarding the grant that was approved by the William G. Pomeroy Foundation in the amount of $1,064.00 to the village. The grant is to be used solely for the Historic Marker Program that was applied for.   A letter needs to be signed by the Mayor within 30 days which demonstrates that the agency has permission to install a Historic Marker on the site listed on the village’s application.
