Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Wilder requested that an executive session be added to the agenda regarding a property transaction.

Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni had a few items for the board:
-he and Village Engineer Tim Baker met with Steven Zeitlin from City Lore, a New York City-based cultural heritage non-profit organization and Dan Ward, curator at the Syracuse Erie Canal Museum,  to discuss a grant opportunity.  The application is due July 16, 2012 for the $100,000.00 matching grant.  City Lore would be responsible for applying and for the matching of funds.  The grant money would go towards an art trail (signage) over the once active Erie Canal in the village.  The mayor asked that an item c. be added under New Business regarding the authorization of a letter of support for this venture.
-he noted that the DOT is considering the closing of the Rt 370 bridge near the Elks Club.  He wonders what impact this will have on the village residents.
-he wanted to add an executive session regarding a personnel matter to the agenda.

Department Heads
Anna Custer distributed the budget status for the month ending April 30, 2012.  

Codes Enforcement Officer Gregg Humphrey noted that Paul Anderson and Tom Sciuga are teaming up to remove two of the structures at 197 Downer Street and may have an interested party for the third structure.  The board suggested that the village continue the 28A process.

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy said that on Wednesday, July 25th at 4:30 pm. a seminar will be held at Canton Woods regarding Health Care proxies and MOLST, medical orders for life sustaining treatment.

The Police Chief noted that the annual ROPES Challenge sponsored by Gypsum Wholesale was held at Community Park and once again, fun was had by all who attended.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail
Baker noted that once the approval is received from DOT the documents will be finalized and a bid notification will be published.  He also wanted to stress that brush should not be dropped off at the Meadow Street location.

· AT&T Proposed Modification
Dave Jones said that we are still waiting on the AT&T check for the back rent reconciliation.  The payment to the village should be approximately $6,820.00.  The mayor asked the board to consider imposing a monthly rent increase of $300.00 and a one-time start up charge of $2,000.00 for CPI’s once the current lease agreement expires.

· Amendment of the East Genesee Street Business Overlay District 
After reviewing the recommendation from the Planning Board the mayor asked the board to consider having just one overlay district.  There is not enough justification for having two districts at this time.  The board agreed to pursue having just one Business Overlay district until such a time when a change would become necessary.

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters, B’ville Diner & Key Bank
The mayor noted that this venture is still moving forward.  Each of the three participants will be submitting individual site plans to the Planning Board.

· Code Revisions  
Dave noted that he had emailed the board a portion of the manuscript from General Code Publishers that addressed minor changes to language in our current code.  He is looking for a couple of board members to review the manuscript with him and Gregg , make possible small changes, and bring their recommendation back to the board.   Mike Shepard and Mark Wilder will be the board reps.
