The meeting was called to order by Mayor Saraceni and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Resolution #200/2012 Motion by Trustee O’Donnell, second by Trustee Wilder
Resolved that the minutes from the Village Board meeting of August 2, 2012, be approved.
Carried

Citizen’s Comments
Tom Merrill, resident at 9 Athena Drive, questioned the status of the recreation vehicle code revision.  Dave Jones as well as Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey stated that the committee will be addressing this with other code issues during the code revision process.  Humphrey noted that he has reached out to other municipalities regarding their recreation vehicle code.  Jones gave an October timeline for a recommendation to the Board regarding this issue and stated that a separate Public Hearing would be needed.

Trustees’ Comments
Trustee Presley spoke of a news article regarding waterfront development in upstate New York.  
Trustee Stebbins requested that an item regarding the release of the Certificate of Deposit for CL Development be added to the agenda. 
Trustee Clarke mentioned that on Monday, September 10th the paving of the Canton Woods parking lot will begin.
Trustee Wilder requested that two executive sessions be added to the agenda; one regarding a personnel matter, the other a potential property transfer.

Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni had a few items for the board:
-he and Superintendant of Public Works Steve Darcangelo met with Diana Grasper, Regional Traffic Engineer and Charles Reidman, Assistant Regional Traffic Engineer for the DOT regarding truck traffic through Baldwinsville.  Ideas and initiatives were discussed that might help alleviate the problem.  Before anything is done it was decided that a study would be prudent to get an actual count of the number of trucks that come through the village.  Darcangelo noted that the mayor asked for signage on Rt. 690 to persuade truck traffic to use Hencle Blvd.  The DOT reps were unaware of how many routes there are into the village.  The mayor also brought up the revival of the by-pass and the shutdown of the Rt. 370 bridge to them for discussion. 
-he spoke of his last coffee talk that was held at Canton Woods Senior Center.  There was a great turnout and the mayor enjoyed hearing the comments and concerns from the senior residents.  The next coffee talk will be on Wednesday, August 29th at Shamballa.
-he requested that an executive session be added to the agenda relating to labor negotiations.



Department Heads
Gregg Humphrey spoke of the NYCOM class that he had attended earlier in the day.  It was extremely informative and couldn’t have been better timed since the topic was unsafe or dilapidated structures.
Ruth Troy reiterated the parking lot paving date of September 10th and urged the Canton Woods participants to read their September newsletter to learn more about the alternate parking arrangements necessary during the paving process.
Steve Darcangelo informed the audience that village water tied for first place in Onondaga County with Tully at the annual competition held at the zoo.  Due to the tiebreaker, the Village of Baldwinsville water ranked 2nd best in the County.  Tully will move on to the State competition.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Steve Darcangelo noted that the trail is being worked on by the in-house crew and we are still awaiting more contract comments back from the DOT.

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters, B’ville Diner & Key Bank

Jim Orlando inquired about the status of his request to begin construction on his ramp at the B’ville Diner.  He stated that he had submitted the required liability insurance listing the Village as an additional insured.  He needs to get this started in anticipation of Widewaters’ plan.  Orlando’s plan has already been approved by the Planning Board.  The mayor asked the board their thoughts on declaring the property in between Key Bank and the Diner as surplus property.  This would be the first step in moving this project forward and acknowledging that the village does not utilize the property.  As it is now, the village is not able to get to this small chunk of land without going through Key Bank’s property.  

Resolution #201/2012 Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee Clarke
Resolved to declare the village-owned property at 14 East Genesee Street between Key Bank and the B’ville Diner as surplus property.
Carried

Trustee Presley confirmed with Dave Jones that by declaring the property surplus the village is stating that we do not foresee the village utilizing this area in the future.
Answering Trustee Wilder, the mayor concurred that out of this 40 feet of surplus property, 20 feet will be sold to the B’ville Diner to accommodate their dumpster area.  A portion of the remaining 20 feet will be used for a sidewalk to link East Genesee Street to the trail.
Regarding Orlando’s request to begin ramp construction, the board reiterated to Orlando that his ramp project utilizing village-owned property is being done at his own risk.  At this time no compensation has been discussed for the purchase of the village property.

Resolution #202/2012 Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee Stebbins
Resolved to allow the B’ville Diner to construct a 4 foot wide ramp encroaching on approximately three feet of village property between the B’ville Diner and Key Bank.
Carried

Jim Orlando thanked the board and moved on to his next topic.  Utilizing an easel, Orlando  presented a few plans from EDR depicting an option for Sheehan’s Appliances to get trucks to and from his property.   The plan shown was with a tie in road at the back of the Rite Aid property.  This would allow trucks to move freely without going onto Widewaters’ potential property.  Orlando feels that this would eliminate any restriction on the number of trucks using Widewaters’ property putting wear and tear on the parking lot.
Marco Marzocchi from Widewaters, commented that this road at the back of the Rite Aid property would minimize conflicts with commercial vehicles and pedestrians on Widewaters property and help with the wear and tear of the lot.  He noted that it also gives people an option to drive behind the building instead of in front of it diluting the traffic on East Genesee Street.
Marzocchi stated that providing Denio Street is open and connected an exception will be made for only Sheehan’s trucks to use his property.  Marzocchi confirmed for Trustee Stebbins that if there is approval of opening Denio Street that deliveries can be made and if not Marzocchi’s previous concerns are back on the table.
Trustee Stebbins stated that he remembers when Marzocchi wasn’t thrilled with the Denio Street idea.  Marzocchi did not recall it the same way.
Marzocchi noted that he spoke to Chris Sheehan and was told that prior to the Village Square development his trucks would exit out between Key Bank and the Diner.  As part of the Village Square development that exit was closed off essentially pushing that traffic onto private property.  Marzocchi stated that he has an issue with that.
Trustee Wilder asked Marzocchi who was going to police whose trucks were going through.  Marzocchi stated that Sheehan’s delivery trucks will be allowed and that Widewaters and the Diner would worry about the other truck traffic.

Code Revisions  

This topic was discussed under Citizens Comments. 

·  Discussion - 108 Syracuse Street

Gregg Humphrey and Dave Jones had spoken to the County’s attorney and learned that the village’s law that allows us to put a lien on a property and collect it as delinquent property taxes will stand.  Humphrey recommends that the village push the property owner of 108 Syracuse Street to take care of his property or the village will take care of it and put a lien on the property for doing so.  Humphrey noted that this lien would be considered like any other fee on the property taxes, payable to the village for a period and if unpaid to the village the county would make us whole.
The next step per Humphrey is to appoint either an engineer or architect and an inspector and to notify the owner to do the same.  It does not state that it has to be an independent engineer so we should be able to utilize the village’s engineer.  Dave Jones noted that since we are giving the owner full notice of our engineer choice he has ample time to object so there should not be any future ramifications due to any ambiguity.  The mayor said to take the next step.

New Business

· School Resource Agreement – 2012 – 2013 school year.  

Resolution #203/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke, second by Trustee Presley
Resolved to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement between the Baldwinsville Central School District and the Board of Trustees of the Village of Baldwinsville regarding the School Resource Officer for the period commencing on July 1, 2012 and terminating on June 30, 2013.
Carried
Chief Lefancheck noted that the only change from the previous agreement was the compensation earned by the resource officer.

· Discussion – 7/29/2012 Paper Mill Island concert – Alabama Shakes

Resolution #204/2012Motion by Trustee Presley, second by Trustee Wilder
Resolved to have promoter Dan Mastronardi forfeit his security deposit and turn in a new security deposit before his next event.
Carried
Trustee Presley began the discussion regarding the high sound decibels at the 7/29/2012 Paper Mill Island concert featuring Alabama Shakes.  Tim Baker stated that village rep Chuck McAuliffe told the sound tech to lower the sound during the encore and he did not oblige but instead raised the sound.  McAuliffe also told the promoter that the sound needed to be lowered and it wasn’t.  The board decided that since this is a violation of the agreement the security deposit must be forfeited.



· Resignation – Donna Metz, Canton Woods Outreach Worker

Resolution #205/2012 Motion by Trustee Clarke with regret, second by Trustee Wilder 
Resolved to accept the resignation of Donna Metz, Canton Woods Senior Center Outreach worker, with an effective date of July 30, 2012.
Carried
Ruth Troy noted that Donna will be greatly missed.  She had been a big part of Canton Woods for the last 8 years.
· CL Development – Release of CD for Environmental Liability

Resolution #206/2012 Motion by Trustee Stebbins, second by Trustee O’Donnell
Resolved to authorize the Treasurer to release the $47,000.00 certificate of deposit from CL Development.
Carried
The CD was to be used to reimburse the Village in the event the Village incurred costs related to encountering environmentally impacted soils while maintaining Village-Owned infrastructure in the Festa Fairway Lane right-of-way.  The Village Engineer stated that the potential liability to the Village for increased costs related to environmental is quite small.  He recommends that the village relieves CL Development of future liability regarding environmental costs.

· Executive Sessions

Resolved that the board retreat into three executive sessions regarding a personnel matter, a potential property transfer, and labor negotiations.
