Citizen’s Comments
Girl Scout Emily Ekross came to the board asking for approval of the mural design for the four corners that she had submitted.  She will be going to the ARB for final approval on Monday, August 6, 2012.  The board was pleased with the design and look forward to the finished product.  Ekross stated that funding is still needed to complete the project.  She hopes to start painting in late September, early October.

Police Chief Mike Lefancheck introduced newly appointed Police Officer Jason Guinn and Mayor Saraceni officiated the swearing in ceremony.  A small recess was called in which cake and coffee were served.

Trustees’ Comments
Trustee O’Donnell welcomed the alumni back to town for the Alumni weekend festivities that will be held on Paper Mill Island.
Trustee Clarke gave an update on the Canton Woods parking lot noting that the State’s issues have all been satisfied and that the Town of Van Buren has begun the bid process.  Clarke added item E, to New Business regarding evening use by outside organizations of the Canton Woods facility.

Mayor’s Comments
Mayor Saraceni had a few items for the board:
-he too welcomed the alumni back to Baldwinsville for the 3rd annual Alumni weekend.
-he welcomes residents to join him and Messenger editor Erin Wisneski to discuss village concerns over coffee on Tuesday, August 14th at 9:00 am.   This month’s discussion will be held at Canton Woods Senior Center.

Department Heads
Codes Enforcement Officer Gregg Humphrey commented on some ongoing issues:
	- he informed the viewing audience that  in the process of doing major code revisions the code for recreation 	  vehicles will be addressed.  
	- he noted that 108 Syracuse Street needs to be demolished and he should have a resolution prepared for the 	  next board meeting to proceed with the process.
	-regarding 197 Downer Street – once the asbestos certificate is issued Anderson and Sciuga will proceed with 	  the demolition of the largest building on the left. 
	-Humphrey has not been able to contact the owner of 104 Oswego Street and with Tim will be exploring 	 	 different options.
	-At the request of Trustee Shepard, Humphrey will look into whether or not a slab will be left at the demolition 	 location at 197 Downer Street.

Village Engineer Tim Baker informed the residents that the summer brush pickup schedule is winding down with the last ones being the weeks beginning August 6th and August 20th.  Normal pickup resumes September 10th.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail
Baker noted that once the approval is received from DOT the documents will be finalized and a bid notification will be published.  The DPW has been onsite getting the property ready for the contractor to begin.   Tim has been in contact with the Canal Corp. regarding the building off of Meadow Street that the village had purchased.  With the assistance of the Canal Corp. the building needs to be removed to make way for the trail.

· AT&T Proposed Modification
Dave Jones said that the financials have been mutually agreed upon and established and the figures have not changed from the amount that the village was demanding.  The amendment terms still needs to be settled.  The mayor asked that this topic be removed from the agenda. 

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters, B’ville Diner & Key Bank
Mayor Saraceni introduced the parties present at the meeting;  Jim Orlando and Mike Chemotti from the B’ville Diner and Marco Marzocchi from Widewaters,.  Jim Orlando stated that this process started March 9th and currently he has an approved site plan in hand.  He is interested in moving along the transfer of land from the village to the Diner.  He would like to begin the construction of his new ramp as soon as he gets approval.   The mayor asked for a little more time to modify the easement and approve everything at once.  It will be kept under pending on the agenda.  
Chris Sheehan, owner of Sheehan Appliances, stated that he wanted to make sure that he will have access to get delivery tractor trailers in and out of his business.   Mayor Saraceni responded to Sheehan by saying that the village will be sending him a letter requesting a written response to Widewaters stating an estimate of the number of tractor trailers per month that make deliveries to his establishment.   Saraceni note that he had been told by Widewaters that once they receive Sheehan’s letter they will consider signing the agreement allowing these delivery trucks to drive on their property to get to Sheehans.  Marco Marzocchi, representing Widewaters, stated that there was one more request that needed to be made before anything was signed.  That request was that Denio Street be opened connecting to the Rite Aid property per the village’s long term plan and then maintained yearly.   Saraceni responded that this is a recent request and was not on the original letter of intent.  He also noted that due to safety reasons the village is not prepared to run traffic through Denio Street behind the Rite Aid building and out the consolidated driveway at this time.  Marzocchi stated that since this request wasn’t going to be considered there would be no reason for Sheehan’s letter regarding truck frequency to be received.  A lengthy discussion ensued with no immediate resolution.

· Code Revisions  
Dave noted that progress is being made.

· Evening Use of Canton Woods by Outside Organizations
Trustee Clarke asked the other board members for their thoughts and opinions regarding the use of the Canton Woods Senior Center facility by outside organizations in the evenings.  The Canton Woods Policy committee is in the process of formulating guidelines for use of the main area of the facility and also to implement an appropriate fee for that use.  Clarke stated that the committee was asked to look into waiving the fee for in-kind services.  The village board did not feel that the “bartering” idea would be acceptable.
Trustee Presley asked if the contract statement about the exclusive use of Canton Woods as a senior center comes into play.  Trustee Clarke informed him that it did not compromise the exclusive use statement.  Trustee Presley noted that he is and always has been in favor of the outside use of the facility in the evening as an additional revenue source.  The village board recommends evening use of the Canton Woods facility and that a fee should be charged to all organizations involved.
