Trustees’ Comments

Trustee Clarke noted that the paving for the Canton Woods parking lot was pushed back to begin on September 17th.  Therefore, please remember that there will be no parking onsite.

Mayor’s Comments

Mayor Saraceni had a few items for the board:
· He reminded the residents that the Oktoberfest will be held on Friday and Saturday, September 14th and 15th on Paper Mill Island.  This is the 4th year since it has been revived.
· The Golden Harvest Festival is this weekend at Beaver Lake Nature Center.  He will be participating in an Apple Pie Baking contest with officials from other municipalities.
· He complimented the DPW on the work they did to prepare Downer Street for paving.  He thanked the towns of Lysander and Van Buren for helping bring down costs by letting us utilize their larger trucks.

Department Heads

Village Clerk Maureen Butler noted that documentation for reimbursement from Community Development for the Village Square Trail had been sent in and the $90,000.00 grant check has been received.

Codes Officer Gregg Humphrey stated that he and Steve Darcangelo had met with Cristian Brunelle from Byrne Dairy and work on the building is underway.  The site work will begin at a later date.
Regarding 108 Syracuse Street:
· he stated that he is waiting on the 3rd quote for the demolition.  Humphrey spoke with the owner and was told that the owner would not be able to pay for the work.
Regarding Tri County Mall:
· An asbestos contractor search is underway because a new survey has to be done before demolition can take place.
Gregg explained to the viewing audience the difference in the placards on vacant/unsafe structures.

Senior Center Coordinator Ruth Troy mentioned that the Center’s annual Walk for the Woods will be held at Canton Woods on September 24th at 9 am.

Police Chief Mike Lefancheck reminded the viewers to be more diligent of their actions when it comes to the school buses.  Remember to stop for buses.

Superintendent of Public Works Steve Darcangelo said that the paving work on Downer Street and Landrush Way was completed using the funds from the 2012 CHIPS grant.

Pending Business

· South Shore East Trail

Steve Darcangelo noted that not much work has been done on the trail since the last meeting because the DPW was busy with other projects.  The advertising for the contract is in the works.   

· Letter of Intent between the Village of Baldwinsville, Widewaters,  B’ville Diner & Key Bank

Dave Jones noted that he has been in contact with Key Bank’s in-house counsel and they are reviewing submitted easements and maps.  
Mayor Saraceni spoke of a meeting that he had with Marco Marzocchi from Widewaters and Jim Orlando from the B’ville Diner.  Marzocchi presented another option utilizing Denio Street as an access road interlinking the parking lots.  This will be presented at the next board meeting once the sketches have been done.

Code Revisions

The committee stated that one more work session will be needed in order to complete their recommendation for the board.  They have completed the required questionnaire sent from General Code.
