II. Discussion Items
A. Projects
1. Canton Street Well -  The work is complete.  We have taken water samples on Wednesday and this afternoon.  Pending results and submission to the health dept. I anticipate getting approval from the health dept. on Friday to put the well back on line.  If so, we will put it on line right away. 
2. Mercer Park Boardwalk -  I received word from Community Development his afternoon that the project is approved for funding.  I will proceed with getting it advertised and bid.   

3. PMI Amphitheater Painting - Project is complete.  Total cost is $17,300.  We budgeted $15k.  I took $2k from the reserve fund and paid the balance out of the budgeted account.
4. Marble Street Sidewalk - I will completing the survey next week.

5. Lock Street Reconstruction - Complete.  We should schedule some sort of ribbon cutting that includes WEP and out County Legislators.    

B. Infrastructure Issues
1. Roadway Resufacing - I am scheduling the work with Suite-Kote.  
2. Sidewalk District - I am working on the inventory with Greg.

3. Storm Water Issue on Ellsworth - At 2548 Ellsworth we have a drainage culvert that carries roadside water from the north side of the street to the south.  This culvert discharges onto private property and there is no swale or structure there to carry it away.  We need to consider a remedy to this situation.  The most likely solution is a drainage culvert running east to Crooked Brook.
C. Economic Development Related Items
1. Lock Street Property Sale Agreement - In negotiations with the attorneys.
2. Purchase of Meadow Street & Canal Wall at SSWT - A meeting is scheduled with Canal Corp. for Monday, June 1st.
3. Interest by Dennis Sick to have a parcel that he owns on Route 370 Annexed - Dennis owns the parcel adjacent to the by-pass property on the south side of Route 370.  He would be interested in discussing the possibility of having it annexed into the Village.  He would like to subdivide and develop the parcel.

D. Administrative Matters
1. Town of Lysander Water Districts - A meeting is scheduled with the Town for Tuesday, June 2nd. .    
2. Purchase/Lease of State Land on Fobes Island - In discussions with OGS to obtain a long-term use permit.
3. Response to PESH Inspection - Have not received a letter from them yet.  I am working on fixing issues raised during the inspection. 
4. Hiring - I am in the process of interviewing for an open position in the Water Dept.  I  have interviewed two individuals so far and will be interviewing a third next week.  I plan to have the position filled within next two weeks.
